IRON, STEEL, METAL AND
MACHINERY MARKETS.

(Canadian Machinery and Manufactur-
ing News.)

Canadian markets are beginning to re-
flect some of the strike difficulties that
is affecting business on the other side.
Iron and steel deliveries are becoming
more and more problematical and posi-
tive scarcity is developing in certain bar
and sheet sizes. Prices are trending up-
ward and for new orders carrying speci-
fic dates are meeting with a more or less
indifferent reception in some quarters.
It is said of one mill that it could draw
steel from now until the middle of Oct-
ober on present orders alone.

The situation is therefore becoming an
increasingly difficult one for the buyer.
One development will undoubtedly be
the elimination for the present at least,
of price-cutting that made its appear-
ance in certain lines. While materials
are difficult to obtain, and increasingly
scarce, a tightening tendency is sure to
manifest itself.
