Washington, July 14—Japan’s accep-
tance of President Harding’s suggestion
that a conference be held to discuss
limitation of armaments was received
at the state department today, but made
no reference to the question of a dic-
cussion of the far eastern question.

Unqualified acceptance by the Chinese
government also was received. State
department officials would make no com-
ment on the form of the Japanese reply
which was not. made public today in
text.

In reply to questions, Mr. McKinnon
stated that the six men in the hold, three
at the hatch and three at the hob, were
doing the same work exactly as though
the fifteen men were employed when

ployment of the other three men on the
ship would not very materially increase
the speed of unloading, but the work
would be somewhat lighter for the men.
No complaint, however, was made of the
amount of work per man. Mr. McKin-
non offered no solution except the em-
ployment by the company of the three
more men.

Mr. Leddingham, while claiming that

there was no breach of contract, and pre- «
ferring that conditions remain as at:

present, offered to put two more men in
the hold of the vessel and one more at
the hob, if the association would agree
to put seven bags of sugar in each sling
instead of five.

Mr. McKinnon drew attention to the
fact that this would again be at varianc2
with the agreement, and also claimed it
would be impossible for the men to do
this if the wharf derrick were used, or
when sugar was landed on trucks instead
of on a hob.

After very carefully considering the
evidence, I would beg to emphasize the
very abnormal conditions which exist to-
day, and the difficulty of getting employ-
ment for those who are desirous of work-
ing, and I feel that under these condi-
tions we must all be more willing than
we would otherwise be, to concede some
