Keep Fruir Trees Stearr.—Trees in
open exposure often acquire 4 leaning posi-
tion from the prevailing winds. Thisshould
not be suffered. They should be set up er-
ect, and, indeed, thrown into the wind at an
angle of ten o1 fifteen degrees in order to
bring them ultimately into a straight positi-
on. This is best done by obtaining crotched
limbs from the woods, eight to twelve “feét
long; and placing the buttend, which should
be sharpened, on the ground, and the eroteh
end either against the trunk, immediately
beneath the the branching point, or against
a large outer limb, if more convenientsceur-
ing it from chafing in the erotch, by a pad-
-ding of straw, or litter, and setting the tree
at once fip to the desired augle of ‘élevation.
Loosen, also, the ground on the windward
side of the voot, so that it will not bind, and
the work is aceomplished. Let this be done
when the tree begins to make its summer
growth, or soon after leafing. out. One sea-

son, if the] tree is thrifty, wil be all.that
is required. 1If, however, il be obstinate,
repeat the trial another year. The remedy
is sure. Even large trees which have ac-
quired a permanent lean, may be thrown into
