A RUNAWAY HORSE

LEAPS THROUGH THE CENTRE OF
A STREET CAR.

There Were Twenty Passengers on the
Car, and Only Three arc Infjured,
Two of Them Very Severely,

FaiL River, Mass., June 7.—An open
horse car on North Main street, contain-
ing twenty passengers, was dashed into
by a runaway horse with a grocery
wagon this afternoon.

The horse went right through the cen-
tre of the car, landing on the opposite
side, and tearing away the iron braces,
two heavy oak supports and the seat at-
tached.

Miss Jennie Burke and Gee. H. Pacoud,
who occupied the seat, and a Mrs. Rice
on the seat behind, were thrown from
the car with the debris, Miss Burke being
hurled twenty feet., When she was
picked up she was thought tobe- dead,
but she revived later and was found to
be badly hurt about the head and inter-
nally injured.

Pacoud, who occupied the end of the

seat nearest to where the horse entered,

is very severely injured, but Mrs. Rice
seems to have escaped with but slight
bruises. No other passengers were hurt.

This horse has caused a number of

accidents before, but he will probably

die from this escapade.
