Calgary, Nov 2. —Mrs. T, X! Sammer
has just returned from ~Crodked Lake,
north of Prince Albert, and récltés & pa-
thetic tale of the disappearance of her
husband and a guide, while she waited on
the shores of.the lake for eighteén days.
The Sammers are French peodple of good
family. They have -travelled’all over the
world, “hunthig, and ‘after” living in Cal-
gary. for- a time they decided to go 250
miles north of Prince Albert, where they
intended ‘hunting for some “weeks. They
‘started from here by boat and after go-
ing down the Bow rlver to Medicine Hat,
decided “that the progress was too slow
and sold-thelr Boat there and went up to
Prince Albert by railway. They outfitted
at; Princé Albert and finally reached the
nhores of Crooked 'lake, and'decided to
camp on the opposite side.

The party went across the laks and a
camp was pitched. Mrs. Sammer was left
in: .charge; while her husband and the
guide ‘'went back for the rest of the sup-

: iplies: -They were t6 be batk in two or

three days. The days wore on and there
'was no sign of their return. A week pass-
ed without their returning and the sup-
plies ran low at the camp. Mrs. Sammer
took a rifle and shot a moose and prairie
‘chickens to replenish the larder. ‘Agonized
days of waiting followed and sheé skirted
the shores of the lake in a vain search for
the missing ones. The time ran on: until
eighteen days had elapsed, when a trap-
per came.tp- the tent,” Wwhere “the lonely
watoher was found. The trapper. and wo-

man_started out along the ‘shores of the

lake. After travelling some distance they
came to an.overturned boat, which -teld
the story . of the tragedy. How the acej-
dent occurred is merely conjécture. The
wamgn believes that her husband and his.
