It will1 hold *,500 gal­
lons of water, which wUl sprinkle a 
mile of street. The question of filling 
Is something that can hardly be deter­
mined yet, as this is a matter that 
will depend largely on the size of the 
stand pipe used. But from present 
estimates it will take forty minutes.

His Worship could not see how the 
operation of an extra car would cost 
the company anything for power, but 
Mr. Goward explained that his com­
pany was supplied water power by 
means of an automatic nozzle which 
opened or shut with the quantity used.

Metlakahtla, March 21.—The pretty 
little Indian village of Metlakahtla, 
situated on the Tsimpsean peninsula, 
is only five or six miles distant from 
the probable terminus of the Grand 
Trunk Pacific on Kaien Island, and 
thèse points, so Metlakahtla residents 
cpntend, will ultimately be connected.

Metlakahtla for many years has been 
ai educational ce*tre for white, half 
cgste and Indian children, who have 
chime from widely distant places in 
British Columbia, such as Bablne, 
Hazelton, Naas River, Queen Charlotte 
Islands, Port Essington, Vancouver, 
etc. It has a public school, an Indus­
trial school in two branches, for boys 
and girls, a boarding institution for 
white and half caste children, and a 
day school for the village Indian chil­
dren.

Mr. Russell,
Trunk Pacific, 
entered into negotiations with the In­
dians for the surrender of about 14,000 
acres of their land. This, with what 
had been previously acquired from the 
provincial government, almost sur­
rounds Tucks Inlet.

It was m
earnest and shrewd business-like way 
the Tsimpsean Indians entered into the 
negotiations. The old men, with one or 
two exceptions, and all the young men 
were very much in favor of the agree­
ment.

These people also have a dry sense of 
humor. When someone mentioned that 
they were asking a high price for their 
land, Peter Venn, one of their chiefs, 
remarked, “Well, see what a lovely 
climate we have up here, almost equal 
to that of Victoria. Do you expect to 
get that for nothing?”

Prince Rupert, the Intended name 
for the new city, has not quite met 
with their approval. “R” is a very 
hard letter to articulate, and Kaien 
has so long been the name familiar to 
them that old customs seem hard to 
break in this connection.

It is expected that before many 
months have elapsed the old broken 
wharf will be repaired and steamers 
will be able to land their passengers 
and freight otherwise than Jn boats.

At 8 o’clock this morning His Royal 

Highness Prince Arthur of Connaught 
and party took their departure from 
Victoria, after having spent on Van­
couver Island two of the most enjoy­
able days on their whole itinerary 
around the world. With the city, with 
their reception here and with the fish­
ing expedition to Cowichan, every 
member of the distinguished party 
were delighted, and with the Princess 
Victoria on which they embarked they 
must also be pleased. The boat was 
reserved exclusively for their use, and 
if tide and weather conditions are fav­
orable It would not be surprising if the 
steamer, in keeping with the proud 
event, should make a very fàst run.

The party boarded the steamer im­
mediately upon their arrival from up 
the E. & N. railway, at 10 o’clock last 
night. All were delighted with the 
outing they had been given. They were 
most enthusiastic over the few days’ 
sport at Cowichan, and the Prince was 
heard to say “that the trout were the 
biggest and gamiest he had ever 
caught.” Capt. Trotter, the represen­
tative of the governor-general in Can­
ada, was so pleased that he told some 
members of the Christie party he would 
send others out for a fishing excursion. 
The Victorians regret that rain fell so 
heavily, and that the river was so 
murky; but of fish there were plenty. 
William Christie, who accompanied 
Capt. Trotter down the river the far­
thest of any of the visitors, and who 
in consequence entered the roughest 
water, says that the trout could be 
seen by the hundreds.

The visitors were interested in every 
portion of the E. & N. road they pass­
ed over. The heavy timber had an at­

H. B. Rendell, well known in Victoria, 
where he has resided for many years, 
Thursday afternoon committed suicide in 
a most deliberate manner. ^Rendell was 
a painter and paper hanger and was at 
work in the house of M. A. Wylde, 219 
Fort street, when he committed the. rash 
act. Deceased was engaged in one of the 
front bedrooms hanging paper, and ap­
peared to be enjoying himself at his 
work, chatting freely with everyone who 
happened to pass. In the afternoon Mrs. 
Wylde went into the room adjoining that 
ip which Rendell was at work, and not 
hearing him moving about entered the 
apartment, only to find that he was not 
there. She did riot, however, attach any 
importance to the man’s temporary ao- 
sence, but later on she heard moaning 
emanate from the bathroom, and on go­
ing to investigate found the unfortunate 
man lying on the floor in a pool of blood. 
Mrs. Wylde rang up the patrol wagon, 
but before it arrived Dr. Carter passed 
gnd was called in. 
bleeding man, temporarily attended his 
wounds, and ordered his immediate re­
moval to hospital, where he died shortly 
after being admitted;

Examination of the room where de­
ceased had been at work showed that the 
implement used was his paper knife, with 
which he had severed the jugular vein 
and trachea on the right side. A note 
was also found bidding good-bye to all. 
This was written on a piece of wall- 
paper, and initialled by the unfortunate 
man. Deceased leaves a wife,' tsfro daugh­
ters and one son, ‘til residing in the city.

THE SEIZURE OF LOGS.
: noiAbout Five Million Feet Have Been 

Impounded.-* In the County court this morning 
Judge Lampman gave judgment in the 
case of Victoria Machinery Depot vs. 
Turpel & Sons. This action was tried 
before the judge some time ago, and 
was a rather complicated one as to a 
claim made by the plaintiff company 
and a counter claim preferred by the 
defendants.

The case arose out of the building of 
the snag boat Sampson. The contract 
was let to the defendants in this ac­
tion. In turn they sub-let to the plain­
tiffs for the construction of the iron 
work. The latter claimed that the de­
fendants had not made the advances 
to them as the work progressed, which 
it was agreed should be made. The 
defendants in turn held that the ad­
vances had not been made to them.

Included in the claim put in by the 
plaintiffs was $225.45 for interest due in 
consequence of this. In his judgment 
to-day $80.97 was allowed on this ac­
count. There were other allowances 
which brought the total up to $102.22. 
The total claim of the plaintiffs was 
$615.

To offset this was a counter claim of 
$687.50. Of this latter amount the 
court allowed $229.

- REBUILDING“Timber Officer Murray and Provin­
cial Constable Munro returned from 
the North on the steamer Chehalis,” 
says the Vancouver News-Advertiser. 
“They left on Friday last, and during 
their absence they seized in the neigh­
borhood of 6,000,000 feet of logs, the 
property of J. S. Emerson. The first 
seizure was made at Secret Cove, 
where 26 sections of booms were left 
in charge of a government agent. The 
next day a seizure was made at the 
Ragged Islands, where two booms and 
21 sections were placed in government 
possession, and still another seizure of 
over 1,000*000 was made in the neigh- 
borhoo d of Broughton Island. The 
seizures were made in a very system­
atic manner, and no violent resistance 
appears to have been met with, though 
In one or two instances Mr. Emerson's 
men displayed a little soreness on see­
ing so much valuable timber tied up 
in that manner. The logs seized are 
nearly all cedar and larch, being out 
•f the fir region. Four men accom­
panied Officers Murray and Munro to 
the North, and these were all picketed 
out at the various points where seiz­
ures were made, and were left with 
ten days supplies, a tent and a bed.

"It is not likely, however, that j the 
watchers will have a very long vigil, 
as Mr. Emerson's tugs, though not un­
der seizure, are tied up for want of 
logs to haul, and Thursday his coun­
sel, A. D. Taylor, was at work on the 
matter, and had the necessary writs 
for action issued and the matter will 
prebably be brought to trial within a 
day or two. The booms seized at Se­
cret Cove were actually in transit for 
the American side, so that it is evi­
dent that Mr. Emerson will make no 
secret of his intention to export, but 
he will - defend his action on the ground 
that the logs were cut prior to the 
panting of the recent Timber Act, and 
being cut under hand-logger’s licenses 
are exempt from the ordinary restric- 
tkwa aeatnst exportation."
