SERIOUS LOSS OF LIFE GAS EXPLOSION IN MINE.\ AT KANSAS CITY
Captain and Cook Reported Drowned-Remainder 

of Crew Got Safely Ashore-Vessels Dis­
patched to fescue.

Seven Men Were Killed and Two 
Injured.

Johnstown, Pa., Oct. 24.—An official 
statement by the manager of the Cam­
bria Steel Company says:

"By an explosion In the Rolling Mill 
mine of the Cambria Steel Company 
this evening seven men are dead and 
two are painfully injured, but not 
fatally. Up to the present only one of 
the dead has been identified. He Is an 
American born miner named Saihpson 
Luther. It Ms believed the other dead 
are all foreigners, as are the two in­
jured.

“The explosion took place in heading 
No. 29, a considerable distance from the 
ill-fated Klondike section where 114 
men lost their lives over four years ago. 
The exhet cause is not known, but it is 
supposed that the gas was fired by the 
putting off of a blast, 
when ..found, had thëlf safety lamps In 
proper trim, showing that the accident 
could not have been caused by neglect 
In that direction. No damage whatever 

done to the workings and the mine 
will be running to-morrow as usual.”

Kansas City, Kansas, Oct. 25.—In the 
ruins of the chamber of 
building in Kansas City, destroyed by 
fire early to-day, there are anywhere 
from half a dozen to 30 bodies, accord­
ing to estimates given out this morn­
ing by firemen who had worked at the 
scene all night.

Assistant Chief Lind at 8 o’clock in­
sisted that the dead would not reach 
over six.

The actual loss of life will nojt be 
known until a thorough search of the 
ruins can be made, probably not tjhen, 
as some of the firemen assert that
some bodies have been burned to 
ashes. » .

The building, used as a tenement
house and containing 100 rooms, held
as near as can be learned between 200 
and 300 persons at the time the fire 
broke out. Most of these composed of 
families. Others were transients, whose 
names are unknown.

Only a thorough search of the ruins 
that may take days will reveal the ex­
tent of the cataStrophe. At eight o’clock 
this, morning the known dead numbered 
three. Several persons are missing and 
close to fifty injured. Twenty-five were 
more or less seriously hurt. Three of 
these at least will die.

When the firemen arrived on the 
Scene they saw men hanging from the 
window sills on the upper floors and 
frantic women With babies in their arms 
and children clinging to them, leaning 
far out from the windows, unable to find 
any means ,of escape, and yet taking ad­
vantage of the little fresh air which the 
windows afforded.

The firemen quickly ran their ladders 
up, but they did not reach above the 
third floor. Many\ persons were on the 
floor above.

The firemen first devoted themselves to 
the people on the second and third floors 
and did not then heed 'he screams of 
people above. • >

Many of the persons In the interior of 
the .building were already overcome by 
the dense smoke and hÿd to be carried 
out by the firemen, but many were able 
to escape down the ladders without as­
sistance

After gettihg everyone tile y could find 
out of the second and third floors, the 
firemen turned their attention to the 
people on the fourth story. As the lad­
ders did not reach above the third floor, 
the men on the fourth floor literally 
forced their wives and children down to 
the firemen oft the ladders and then 
jumped down tfiemsc-lves. Some of the 
more excitable ones Jumped to the ground 
and were etthèr killed or badly Injured. 
Some whom thfe firemen tried to catch 
fell: the entire distance to the ground.

Frank Diller, a mail clerk, jumped from 
the fourth floor and caught hold of a 
ladder two stories below, and although he 
saved himself he broke all of the fingers 
on both hands. Jess Ford, a laborer, 
carrying his wife in his arms, climbed out 
of a window of the fourth floor, 
walked along a beam until he reached 
a point directly over a fireman’s ladder 
and then dropped the woman to a fire­
man below. The fireman caught her and 
passed her safely to the ground. Ford 
then went back and got his nine months’ 
old baby and saved ltrin a like manner. 
He then jumped himself and was caught 
by a fireman.

H. G. Wilson was one of the first per­
sons on the fourth floor to get the at­
tention of the firemen. He appeared at a 
window directly above a ladder and 
dropped his baby down to one of the fire 
fighters. Wilson then dropped his wife 
down and she was saved. He then follow­
ed, escaping serious injury.

John Lynch grabbed the baby of John 
Sparks and jumped with it, and with the 
ohfi* fell Into the burning debris below. 
Both disappeared and were kilted. An­
other baby was thrown from one of tfie 
upper windows and was caughtiby a fire­
man uninjured.

The fire interrupted street car traffic on 
the elevated road, and a motorman whose 
car stood opposite the burning building 
said he saw five or six persons in the up­
per floor struggling frantically to escape, 
and he is certain some of them suc­
cumbed to the smoke and fell over Into 
the ruins. He said he had a clear view.

Long after the floors had fallen jn,-pil­
ing up household goods in one great mass 
which was quickly destroyed by the 
flames, gas from an open main that en­
tered the building continued to burn, re­
ducing to ashes nearly everything within 
its reach. The total financial loss is esti­
mated at $100,000. Of this $60,000 was on 
the building, owned by W. A. Bunker, 
and insured for $40,000.

The vessel went on in a southwest 
wind, which was accompanied by a 
heavy sea and a fog, which prevented 
the officers on watch from accurately 
obtaining their bearings.

Prompt Response.
As soon as the news was received at 

the department of marine and fisheries 
the fixed signal was given to call the 
life-saving crew together. Four bells 
at certain intervals were rung on the 
fire alarm. In response, the former 
coxswain, Capt. J. C. Voss, responded, 
preferring his services. These were 
not required, however.

Off to the Wreck.
At 3.15 the department of marine de­

cided, to call the lifeboat crew together 
and dispatch them and their boat on 
the steamer Salvor to the scene.

The Vessel.
The Skagit is a wooden barkentine 

of 507 tons register, which hails from 
Townsend. She is described in ship­
ping registers as having one deck. Her 
dimensions are: Length, 156 feet; beam, 
38 feet, and depth of hold, 12 feet. She 
was built at Port Ludlow, Wash., In 
1883 by the Doncasters, and is owned 
by the Puget Sound Commercial Com­
pany.

THE STRANDED BATTESHIP.

Last at the Montague Twelve-Inch 
Guns Has Been Saved. USES MS LIFEThe fourth and last of the 12-inch 

guns of the stranded battleship Mon­
tagu has been successfully hoisted out 
from the after-barbette and taken to 
the dockyard at Pembroke.

Capt. Fred Young, the chief salvage 
offioêr in charge of the operations for 
the Liverpool Salvage Association, said 
in an interview with a London Daily 
Mail representative that the work of 
salving the great guns of the Montagu 
presented many difficulties, the chief of 
them being the extremely exposed 
position of the vessel on the Shutter 
Rocks, and the length and 
the guns, which weighed 1 
tons each.

“Since the abandonment 
vage of the vessel,” he saw, “the bot­
tom aft has crushed up on»the rocks 
and settled down so mudh that the 
after-barbette containing two guhs is 
practically submerged at high water, 
and the water is on the after-part of 
the deck at four hours’ flood. No par­
ticularly novel scheme was adopted for 
lifting the gurus out. Two pairs ot 
sheer legs, one pair sixty feet lting and 
the other fifty fetit, were erected by 
the riggers over the barbettes, and 
heavy purchases were taken to these 
and led to steam winches belonging td 
the salvage association, which were 
placed on board for that purpose.

“The guns were hoisted out and 
placed in a lighter alongside. This was 
a very risky operation, as there is al­
ways a swell at Lundy, and td lower 
a weight of fifty tons into a lighter ris­
ing and falling with the swell required 
very careful manipulation. That it 
was successfully accomplished speaks 
well for the Liverpool riggefe.

“Numerous letters were received from 
all parts with suggestions as to how 
the guns should be got out. Most of 
them Can only be described as stupid. 
One writer advised us to close up the 
turret and cut away the decks, then 
float the turret away to any port with 
the guns in it. Another suggested that 
we should cut away the bottom of the 
ship, lower the guns down through the 
hole, and haul them out from under her 
and then lift them up.

“A great deal of the other gear has 
also been salved. The starboard pro­
peller, weighing thirteen tons, was' 
blown off by the divers and lifted and 
sent to Pembroke yard, together with 
the gun carriages and other fittings. 
We shall. endeavor to salve the tor­
pedo tubes and other articles of value, 
but the season is so late that it is not 
probable very much more work will be 
done.

“I do not kn'ow what will become of 
the ship ultimately, but it is quite pos­
sible that she will break up during the 
winter gales.

“The present is the only known case 
where guns of this description have 
been taken out of a battleship in such 
an exposed position with entirely im­
provised gear, and the performance lias 
created great interest in naval and 
Other circles.

“I do not think any further attempt 
will ever be made to float the Mon­
tagu. Her position is too bad to jus­
tify any large expenditure.”

New York, Oct. 24.—Somewhere far 
out In the Atlantic off the Florida coast 
half a dozen men,, perched on the roof 
of the after house of the water logged 
British schooner Sirocco, are struggling 
against wind and sea to reach a Cuban 
port with their almost helpless charge. 
The plight of the men is due in part to 
the devotion of their captain who, when 
help was at hand, chose, to face death 
rather than abandon his ship and her 
cargo of lumber. He declined an offer 
of assistance from the steamer Parima, 
which ran down on him last Sunday 
when she was wallowing in the sea six 
hundred miles east of Florida. The 
captain asked only that he be given 
supplies to replace those which were 
ruined when his ship filled with water. 
"VVhen this request was granted the 
captain and his crew settled down in 
their precarious quarters on the roof of 
the after house and announced their 
determination to sail the Sirocco to 
Cuba.

The Sirocco sailed from St. John, N. 
B„ on September 28th with lumber for 
Cardenas. All went well until October 
5th, when off the coast of Maryland 
she ran into a fearful hurricane. 
Pounded and battered by wind and sea 
the ship was thrown about like a cork, 
some of her seams were ripped open 
and she began to fill. Before the storm 
had abated her hull was filled with 
water, her decks awash and the deck­
houses were flooded.

THREAT TO DESTROY TRAIN.

Posse Hunting For Bandits Who Sent 
Letter to the Lake Shore Road.

Chicago, Oct. 25.—Threatened in an 
anonymous letter with the blowing up 
of one of Its passenger trains unless it 
paid $5,000, the Lake Shore road last 
night sent a dummy train filled with 
armed men out of Chicago and at a 
point in Indiana designated by the 
bandits the train was stopped, but no 
one was found In the neighborhood. 
As soon as the train slowed Superin­
tendent Wilson with a score of United 
States deputy marshals and Railroad 
detectives leaped from the coaches and 
began a hunt that Is still jn progress.

A few hours before she would have 

fallen upon the stage of the Opera 
Comique as “Carmen,” stabbed to 
death with the dagger of the Jealous 
Don Jose, the young and' beautiful 
prima donna, Fraulein Rita Valter, 
was murdered at her home by 
her discarded lover, Karl August 
Hesse, who then turned his weapon 
against himself and fell shot through 
the heart, says a Berlin dispatch.

Hesse had waited all the afternoon 
at Fraulein Walter's house, expecting 
to surprise her In the company of his 
rival, Senior Juan Ravéntos, a young 
Spanish tenor at the Opera Comique, 
for whom the prima donna had latterly 
shown a fondness, and to whom Hesse 
suspected that she was about to be­
come engaged.

Only the fact that the Spaniard was 
lying in hospital saved his life, as let­
ters left by Hesse indicate that he in­
tended to kill him. Fraulein Waiter’s 
mother was sitting in the adjoining 
room when her daughter was shot.

The singer was only twenty-one 
years of age, and of remarkable beauty 
and promising voice. She was the 
daughter of a well-to-do manufacturer, 
who died a few years ago. Hesse’s 
ambition was to be an operatic star 
himself, but he did not possess the re­
quired talent, and this made him ex­
ceedingly jealous of his flnancee’s suc­
cess, as well as of her smiles upon 
other men. He had several times 
struck her in the midst of jealous fits.
