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CHASE AFTER -
GUN-A-NOOT

OTWAY WILKIE TELLS
OF HIS EXPERIENCES

Provincial Officer Narrates
Some of the Obstacles Met
With in Search.

Otway Wilkie, of the provincial po-
Hee, who has been spending the last
sixteen months of his life in endeavor-
ing to arrest the Indian, Gun-a-Noot,
arrived in the city last night.

When he was interviewed by one of
the Times reporters this morning he
gave a thrilling account of the hard-
ships and the difficulties which he had
ehcountered during the fruitless search
for the murderer. Mr. Wilkie's narra-
tlve was as follows:

“On the 10th of August, 1807, I left
Victoria in order to endeavor to ar-
rest Gun-a-Noot. There were four of
us in the party. The names of-the other
members were H. Glassey, from New
Westminster; 'W. Huntley, from Cari-
boo, and C. Plguet, a French-Canadian.
Piquet only tr&velled about 100. miles
with us before he left. This left me
with only two men with whom to pur-
sue the search. Throughout there was
also with us a man of the name of G.
Graham, who took the twelve horses
which we had &s far as Hazelton. He
then returned by way of the Fourth,
Cabin, Skeena and Sustgt rivers. Gra-
ham rejoined us at Bear lake about the
end of November of last year.

When Graham came back to us he
was almost done up. His snowshoes
were torn to pleees, and this is not
surprising when you remember that
there was more than three feet of snow
all over that country which we tra-
versed. Before Graliam returned Hunt-
ley and myself went out to find him,
and after we had been searching for
eight days we gave up all hope, and
went.back to- the camp.

“When the party was: reunited and
Graham had recovered from the effects
of his trip, we made am expedition all
over the country in the meighborhood
of the Skeena and Kispiox rivers, Af-
ter this we went over-to Bear lake
mountains; in the direction of the In-
genika river, and: also traversed the
country through which the Omineca
river (flows.. It was in thé latter -dis-
trict that the recent discovery of gold

‘took place. It took us mo less than eight

days to cover thig distance,®and you
will have some idea of the difficulties
of the trip when I tell you that the
entire distance was-not more than ten
miles, While we Wwere: making. our way
over 'this country.our progress. was

barred by an enorinous sperpendicular |'

snow bank some 30 feet .in height. At
first we could net see how we were go-
ing to overcome this-: ebstacle,. and
therefore: we camped at Liiber: creek,
although we had,ayithyus. énly: just
encugh-fuel to. make @ fire " for. one
night.. ~ 3

“In the morning.we took with us
Thomas Charles, a half: bréeed guide,
whaom we had secured at Bear. lake,
and went prospecting in the hope of
finding -a. pass over: the ‘wall ‘of snow
which confronted: us.

un ‘the following day we succeeded
and we arrived jat the . Artic slepe of
the Bear lake mountains.: From' thera
we travelled down the' Omineca- and
Kettle -rivers. The only Way by which
we could progress was bY making two
journeys every day. First of all we had
to break the trail and:then we were
compelled. to ‘return on the following
day to camp in order to obtain supplies.
This was the only possible. way in
which we could move.. We were not
able to take our tent, blankets, food
and other paraphernalia with us on the
first trip which we made. .

‘“Leaving the Omineca river we then
went over ‘the Katkea or White Wolf
pass. Soon after we had got through
this pass our food was almost ex-
hausted, and if we had not been for-
tunate enough to strike the cabins of
two men who were prospecting for gold
in that district, it is possible that we
should have died of starvation. The
names of these men were Bates and
Oldson. Fortunitely they were well
supplied with food, and we spent two
or three days resting with them before
we made a further move.

“After we had gathered our strength
to some extent I employed Bates and
Oldson as guides, and sent back the
half breed Charles to the camp for the
purpose of taking supplies to Jack Gra-
ham, whom ‘we had left behind in the
camp in care of the tent,

“After the half breed had come back
to us we made a thorough search of
the Sustoot, the Ingenica and Otseka
countries. We were unable to find any
clue to the whereabouts of Gun-a-Noot,
but while were in ‘this  district I ar-
rested a notorious Indian of the name
of Skookum-House. This Indian had
been wanted by the police of the pro-
vince of British Columbia for very
nearly two years. The charge against
him was that he had broken into a
house at Kispiox from which he stole
furs to the value of some hundreds of
dollars, He will be tried at Bear Lake
in April

“Sookum-House had been to a place
by the name of Kisargar, which is
situated between Bear Lake and Hazel-
ton, at the head of the Bear Lake
mountains, Here he drove the Kiskar-
gas Indians into the church with a
loaded revolver.

After he had done this he escaped.
But before he went away he shouted:
‘T am going to join Simon and Peter,
the bad men.’

“When I arrested him he was in a
dark room, but he did not make any
resistance, although he was armed, and
from the time of his arrest onwards he
neither showed fight nor did he give us
any trouble of any kind.. ~ 5

“During the sixteen months, during
which I have been in search of Gun-a-
Noot, I have experienced the most se-
vere winter which I have ever seen in
the province of British Columiba. It
was nothing unusual for theY ther-
mometer to stay -at 60 degrees below
zero, but I was peculiarly fortunate,
and although my nose was frozen on
one occasion, this was the only injury
that I have suffered.

“The Indians in the Omineca country.

told us that in July of 1908 they had
found the head of a white man which
had been severed from the body very
recently. Soon after they discovered
this head they met a white man of
the name of Fraser, who was travel-
ling through the country with a pack
horse laden with furs. He was mak-
ing in the direction of Fort Graham.
The Indians offered to guide him to
Bear Lake, but he did not accept the
offer, and he has never been heard of
from the time that the Indian met him
until we left the country. The name
of this man was Fisher.

“After we had ,met these Indians I
began to realize that the search was
~useless, and we started on our return
journey.  We walked a distance of over
500 mfles on ‘snowshoes over the Kis-
kargas mountains, down the Nitkikwa
river, down the Babine river, until we
struck the Bear and Brackley rivers,
and arrived at Hazelton. We then fol-
lowed the course of the Kitimat river
until the reached Xitimat. Then our
troubles were -over, and we sailed for
Victoria on the steamer Amur, only too
glad to leave the land of snow and
hunger.

“None of the members of the party
h&'e suffered seriously from the hard-
ships which they endured, for which,
in my opinfon, we have to thank Pro-
vidence.

“I do not think that the search will
be given up, and it is more than prob-
able that I shall go out again into the
same country.”

MARBLE WORKS IN
SPLENDID SHAPE

Local Company is in Good Po-
sition to Develop Fully
the Property.

The directors of the Nootka Marble
Quarries, Ltd.., Submitted their report
to tHe shareholders recently with a fin-
ancial statement covering ihe period
from the organization of the company
to Mareh 1st, 1908. TLast year develop-
ment work was proeeeded with under
the superintendency of Messrs. Patter-
son and Mortimer, until November,
when work was stopped for the win-
ter.

A. W. McCurdy, chairman of the
board of directors, has visited this win-
ter the works of the Vermont Marble
Company, which at present supplies
the Pacific Coast with marble, and
also the Rutland-Florence Marble Saw-
mills, and secured the services of Dan-
iel O’Rourke, who has been 26 years
with the Vermont Marble Company,
and as his assistant and machine run-
ner, J. J. Harty.

Mr. O’'Rourke will, after careful ex-
amination of the development work
done, decide on the exact location for
the company’s main works. When that
has been decided, and the machinery
which Mr. McCurdy ordered when at
Vermont has arrived, the work of
quarrying for marble to place on the
market will be proceeded with.

The company’s property—240 acres in
extent—promises to be a most valuable
one, and ere very long the Pacific Coast
will be able to buy locally marble of
the finest grain and texture instead of
as at present paying $20 per ton freight
for an imported article.

The financial position of the company
is very sound. The directors haye gone
on the safe principle of making sure of
the marble and then building wharves
and putting in costly machinery on the
very spot where marble has been found
in paying quantity and quality. After
