IRYING T STARVE
OUT THE NATIVES

GEN. FUNSTON ON THE
PHILIPPINE SITUATION

Island of Samar Proves a Puzzle to
Military Authorities—Filipinos
Hard to Lgcate.

San Franecisco,“Jan, 10.—Gen. Fun-
stone, $peaking last night of the pro-
gress of the war in the Philippines,
said:

“There is little that can be added to
the news that has been sent out from
Manila by telegraph. In Batangas our
troops are making good progress, and
in Leyte the situation is very promis-
ing. Samar is a puzzle. The island is
being raked from side to side by columns
of scouts, but it is very difficult to lo-
cate the insurgents. The navy block-
ade is very effective, however, and we
wray be able to starve the insurgents out
and compel a surrender of the armed
forces there, which number about 4,500
men, in a few months., The army and
navy-are co-operated in an effort to in-
duce rebels to come and give up their
arms, and good results may be looked
for soon.

“The work of the civil commission is
progressing satisfactorily,
rulesmust be preserved in those pro-
vinces where stubborn and influential
leaders hold the ignorant - and blood-
thirsty natives in the = palm of their
hands and mould their opinions at will.”

A Nominal Surplus of $86,016.24 Over
Ordinary Expenditure—A Con-
stitutional Question.

Ottawa, Jan. 11.—The statement of
revenue and expenditure for the six
months of the present fiscal year, which
ended on the 31st December last, has
been issued by the finance department.
The revenue shows a nominal surplus
over ordinary expenditure of £8,601,624.
If the amount expended on capital ae-
count is taken into consideration there

¢ The revenue:for the half “year was
as against $25,731,656 for
the same time last year, an increase of

MINERAL OUTPUT OF
THE UNITED STATES

Value Exceeds That of 1899 by Over
Ninety-Five Million—Activity
in Copper Properties.

Washington, Jan. 9.—The value of the
mirveral products of the United States
in 1900 exceeded for the first time a
billon dollar mark, according to the geo-
logical survey report on mineral re-
sources. which has just been issued. The
exact figures were $1,067,603,606, as
compared with $971,900,894 in 1899, a
gain of $95,702,712, or 9.85 per cent.

Iron and coal alone yielded more than
half of the grand total, their
value being over $566,000,000,

'The statistical summary of the pro-
duction of the various minerals has al-
ready been published. Of the total iron
output of 27,553,161 long tons, the Lake
Superior region, embracing mines ' 1n
Michigan,, Wisconsin and Minnesota,
produced its maximum output of 20,564,-
238, or 75 per cent. of the total for the
United States. The \h\alm range in
Minnesota alone produced 8,158,450 long
tons, or 30 per cent, of the total domes-
tic productions. The total value at the
mines, of 27,553,161 long tons produced
| in 1900, was $66,590,504, as compared
with $34,999,077 in 1899, a gain of 90.26
per cent.

The report shnws that the mg iron
production in 1900 increased 9.24 per
cent, in tonnage, and over six per cent.
}in valne over the record breaking year
!t of 1898,

The most important gains in the gold
| production were in the Seward Penin-
| sula of Alaska, the Cripple Creek dis-
trict of Colorado, and in Arizona, The
vield for the year was valued at $89,-
171,000, a gain of $8,117,600 over 1899.

The silver output was of the commer-
cial value of $35,741,340,

The report notes great activity for the
year in old and new copper properties.
In 1809 the production of coal in the
United »States _exceeded for the first
time that of Great Britain, In 1900 the
lead over Great Britain was much in-
creased, thus fixing the United States in
