RETURNS OF CANNERY
BUSINESS THIS YEAR

Fsiimates Given From Present Indica- |

tions Make Catch Smaller Than
Four Seasons Ago.

'There may still be arother run of sal-
won. All is uncertainty in the business
it present. Cannerymen on Puget
Sound concede that the sockeye run is
over. British Columbians also think
that the season hgs about drawn to a-
close. Notwithstanding, fish are run-
ning in the Straits. While not plgntitu]
twelve thousand were taken from the
Todd & Mnnsie traps yesterday, and as
many more were shipped by the Capital
City Canning & Puckmg Company to
the Mainland last evening, in addition
to 550 spring salmon which they brought
into Vietoria for salting purposes. Thé
lift represents the returns of several
days during which time the traps were
1ot raised.

On the ~'raser the sahnon are running
fairly well, but it is considered hardly
likely that the one hundred thousand
tins still to be filled out of the eight
Lundred thousand pack for which pre-
parations ‘had been made, will be used.
1t js estimated that seven hundred thou-
sand cases have to date been put up on
the river, and that the total pack of the
province will be in the neighborhood of
one million cases. Of course another
heavy run would completely alter the
present estimates, but from indications
the British Columbia pack will be at
jeast two hundred thousand  cases
short of that put up in 1901. Then the
pack was 1,236,000 cases.

Approximately 600,000 cases. “Were
packed this, season on JPuget Sound,. or
about 40 per cent. short of the rum ‘that

was anticipated and on the basis of
which the labor.contracts were made at
the opening of the season.

Wireless Telegraphy Apparatus Will Be
Installed on Engines on Chicago
& Alton Road.

Chicago, Aug. 15.—The  experiments

‘ made with wireless telegraphy on engines

running over the tracks of the Chicago
& Alton railroad have proved so success-
ful that the management of the road has
taken steps to..equip all the engines of
the company with the apparatus.

Under the new system. adopted  each
engine carrying its own wireless signal
apparatus constitutes the centre of ‘a
moveable block travelling with the train.
Near the engineer in the cab is an indi-
cator which keeps him ‘informed of the
conditions within the blocks where he is
the centre.

When a train approaches within two
miles to the rear, a green light shows on
the indicator and a warning bell calls. th'e
attention of the engineer. If the traih is
to the front a red light flashes and a bell
rings.

'tLne signals are reciprocal and the en-
ginéers on both trains receive them at
the same instant.

CORYPHENE LOST.

The - barque -Coryphene, Capt. Milan,
under charter for trading purposes be-
tween Nome and - Siberian points to P. B.
McLeod, of Seattle, on Saturday struck
a reef 15 miles from Cape Prince of
Wales-and went te the bottomr in half
an -hour, says a Seattle dispatch. The
ecrew and passengers, numbering 30,
took to the small boats and were rescued
on Sunday night, 25 miles from the
scene of disaster, by the steamer Wwhich
was formerly the revenue cutter Corwin.

This information is contained in a
special cable received from Nome. At
the time of the rescue the seas were run-
ning _high and several times during the
work the small boats were threatened.
Capt. West, of the Corwin, after the
rescue, headed his vessel for Nome,
where he landed the shipwrecked people,
all suffering from the effects of their 24
hours’ fight with the waves.

Capt. Worthin, owner of “the Cory-
phene, accompanied by his wife, was a
passenger on the ill-fated craft and both
are now at Nome. The Coryphene left
Heattle on June 9th loaded with a gen-
eral cargdb for trading purposes. It was
the intention to proceed to Nome, where
a part of the cargo was to he unloaded,
and more, to be used in trading with the
Siberian natives, taken aboard. The ves-
sel left Nome some days ago and en-
