through this, and if it happens again 

please keep your neat; do not jump or let 

any one with you do so, until the horse 
stops.

The wagon or sleigh partly protects you, 
hut a person jumping and striking the 
ground is far more likely to be injured.

Never take the reins from the driver, it 
is the greatest folly.

If you are in a wagon going up hill, and 
the harness breaks, turn the horses head 

away from the edge.
This causes the wheels to turn from the 

edge, in backing, and prevents a run-off.
Do the same with a balky horse in the 

same position.
By the way, have you ever been in a 

hurry (or not) and had your horse balk. 
Well, try these :

Don’t strike him, but get out and tie a 

string tight across his ear through the 
bridle.

If po string, stand at his head, talk gen­
tly to him, at the same time kicking him 
(not too hard, but sharp) several times, 
just above the hoof, on the fore legs.

Or you may turn him round, or unhar 
ness him, or do anything to change hie 
idea, as his mind is fixed on balking, and 
a horse only has one idea at a time.

If a horse runs away and there is a 

chance, let Atm run (and up a hill, if possi­
ble ; he soon tires, and then make him 
run, and, he wiU likely be cured.

Tight check-reins prevent freedom of 
breathing and ease in drawing, and pro­
duce diseases of the muscles and nerves 

of the head and neck. Over 600 horse 
doctors in England have signed a docu­
ment condemning their use.

Blinders were contrived by an English 
nobleman to conceal a defect in a valuable 
horse, and then were adopted by the 
nobility to bear their ooat-uf-arme, and 
so became fashionable. They were not 
forced upon any other animal. They in­
jure the eyes, occasion accidente and are 
really a deformity. Horses are most 
frightened by unseen objecta Why 
should the most intelligent of animals 
be so maltreated?

Horses in a state of perspiration should 
not be suffered to stand in a cold current 
of air, ae they contract colds and lung de­
rangements very much like human beings.
