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A Local Election Predicted.

Some of the papers that are opposed
to the present Local Government an-
nounce that this Province is on the eve
of a general local election and that the
writs will be issued within a fortnight.
What they say may be true, but it is
not at all likely that the Government
has taken them into its confidence and
posted them up with respect to its in-
tentions upon this subject. In making
this announcement these papers are
simply giving expression to their
wishes and desires which they sincerely
hope and trust will come true. What-
ever may be the faults and failings of
the present Tocal Government, if the
Opposition wish to succeed in their
efforts to defeat them in the coming
local election, they will have. to get
better and abler men as leaders than
the politicians who now occupy promi-
nent positions in the ranks of the local
opposition at Fredericton. The great
mass of the electors of the Province
have little or no faith in the integrity
or ability of these men. They also feel
confident that if the Government of the
Province is handed over to them it will
lose by the change of government. In
addition to this, the Loecal Opposition,
if successful at the coming lecal election,
would force Federsl issues into Provin-
cial affairs. This the great mass of the
electors throughout the Province
neither wish nor desire as they are
firmly convinced that the more inde-
pendent the Provincial Government
and Legislature is of the two political
parties at Ottawa, the better it will be
for New Brunswick’s interests. - It is
not to the interest of this Province that
its Local Government should be under
the control of men either in sympathy
with or in opposition to the Dominion
Government. The political history of
the provinces of the Dominion show the
soundness of this opinion. In addition
to this, there is any amount of evidence
to prove that when a local government
was in sympathy with the Dominion
and the interests of the two came into
collision, those of the Province were
invariably sacrified. In opposing the
introduction of Federal politics into
Provincial affairs, the electors of this
Province are taking a wise and prudent
course which will keep our local gov-
ernment free from any entanglements
with the Federal authorities that
might be detrimental to Provincial in-
terests.

Russia’s Policy.

France and. Russia are the two
nations i Europe that are a standing
menace to the peace of that continent.
France holds a bitter and a deadly
feeling of hatred towards Germany, as
that country forced France to cede to
ber the Provinces of Alsace and Lor-
raine at the conclusion of the Frarco-
Prussian war. In consequence of this
feeling, France has enlarged her army
and is waiting patiently for the time
to arrive when, by some false move on
the political chess board, Germany will
give her an opportunity to avenge her
defeat by getting them once more
under the rule of France. If the Czar
can get the two countries to come to
some amicable agreement about these
two Provinces he will not only remove
the cause of France’s ill-will towards
Germany but its hostility to his peace
movement. The other places where
war is likely to break out are Persia,
China and Turkey. As Russia is the
nation that has caused all the trouble
that exists in these countries and if
the Emperor really dominates his
government and can satisfy the other
governments of Europe that he 1s really
desirous of peace by putting a stop to
Russian aggression, it is likely that
they will adopt his peace policy and
the world will have peace. If, however,
he cannot do this, then, in all probabil-
ity, there will be war betwesu Russia
and Britain as well as some of the
other Powers.

In addition to the above, Russia has

to contend with serious internal troubles
to remedy which will severely tax the
abilities of her ablest statesmen. The
two most prominent . of these are the
disaffection in Poland and the severe
famine that now prevails in several of
her Provinces. The Polish problem is
not only a grave but a serious one.
Owing to its being the most densely
populated section of the Empire, it con-
tributes a very large amount of the
revenues of the Empire. It, however,
has been grossly misgoverned by
ignorant, incompetent and unsympathe-
tic Russian officials. The result is that
Poland is ripe for revolt, and it Russia
were to be involved in a war with
Britain she would also have a fierce
and desperate civil war in Poland to
suppress.
Nobody questions that the Czar de-
sires peace, but the greatest'enemies he
will have to contend with in carrying
it out he will find among the prominent
men of his own government. It is to
be hoped that he will be successful in
his efforts to secure this great boon for
the oppressed masses of the people of
Europe.

A Trench Orisis.

France is on the threshold of what
promises to be the gravest crises in the
history of the Third Republic. This
crisis has been brought on ir conse-
quence of the disgraceful revelations
that has lately come to light respecting
the Dreyfus case, which, in spite of
every effort that has been made to hush
it up, will not down. As the matter
now stands the Premier and all the
members of his Cabinet except the
Minister of War are convinced that in
the interests of justice and the State it
is their duty to thoroughly investigate
the evidence upon which Dreyfus was
condemned. To this course President
Faure is opposed and threatens to dis-

-

their dictation. This action of the
mate duties of bis Cabinet is considered
not only to be unconstitutional and the
arbitrary act of a dictator but the first
step on the road towards revolution,
As he is supported by the army dnd its
tainted chiefs, President Faure does
not care how much he arouses the
indignation of the people. He well
knows thatthe chiets of the army, to
avoid the exposure that revision of the
Dreyfus case would entail upen them
are ready for a military coup d’etat
which will place arbitrary power in his
hands as well as deluge Paris and
France with blood. Will he go ahead
or back down is the question the
French people are now asking. If he
is a man of blood and is possessed of
iron determination and will, he will
steadily pursue the course he has chalk-
ed out for himself and in a very short
time France will be once more under
the rule of a despot who will be the
tool in place of the master of the mili-
tary forces of the country.

The British Government is pledged
to permit no European Power to en-
croach upon the equatorial province
that formerly was under the rule of
the Khedive. The French expedition
that has recently captured Fushoda on
the White Nile has trespassed upon this
Province, If the British Government
hold to ite pledge and the French Gov-
ernment support and justify this un-
friendly act of the French expedition
there will be a collision between the
forces of the two countries on the Nile.
It is to be hoped, however, that before
this happens the good sense of the
French Foreign Office will command
the withdrawal of its expedition from
the territory in dispute.

Owing to the immense sum of $313,-
000,000 being locked up in the United
States treasury, money for commercial
purposes is scar¢e among the merchants
and banks of that country at the pres-
ent time., This is one of the evils
that the late war with Spain has
brought upon the country.

Premier Emmerson Speaks.

The Hon. Mr. Blair, minister of rail-
ways and the Hon. Mr. Emmerson,
premier of this province wore at Wood-
stock on Tuesday last. In the evening
they both delivered addresses in the
opera honse which was crowded to over-
flowing. From a lengthy report of Mr.
Emmerson'a speech which is published in
the 8t. John Gazetts we take the follow-
ing extract :—

“The Premier spoke of his position sad
the position of his gover ¢ in provirsial
politics. He had always held that provin-
cial interests should be kept separate from
Dominion politics. It was on -this ground
that he had contested his first - el aad
be had no mardate from the people to make
a change. He did not recognize the Moncton
conveation as rep ing the of
the people of New Brunswick. He then
pointed out the ridiculous position in which
Messrs. Chipman, Dibblee and Fowler stood
in the eyes of the people of the province.
They had been sapporters of the government
and were willing to continue as such during
the life of the present House of Assembly,
Then they would withdraw their allegiance
from the government and give it to the
Conservative party. They had no fault to
find with the policy of the government. On
the contrary they were well satistied with
that prlicy but they were willing to desert
the government not becausy they no longer
believed it capable of governing the province
but at the demaod of the party machine.
Mr. Emmerson touched on the glee of the
opposition because some of the wheat plant-
ed this spring bad rusted but he had con.
fidence that notwithstanding that in som®
localities in common with all other cropa
wheat had rusted, the farmers approved of
the efforts of the government to promote the
growth of wheat in New Branswick. They
would not abandon wheat because there had
been a bad year any more than $hey would
abanron potatoes or pats. He was confident
that in the not far distant fugure $he million
and a half of dollars which the people of
New Brupswick spent annual for the pur-
chase of flour would remain in the province.
This sentiment was heartily applauded and
the premier’s expressions of faith in the
future of the province elicited the heartiest
applaase from both sexes in the gudience.”

Quebec Conference.

There is a strong and growing feeling
in the United States that the Quebec
conference will be a failure in consequence
of the delegates not being able to agree
upon some of the mgat vital questions in
dispute. A despatch from New York
dated Sept. 19, says :—

“It is said that the Dominion Commis-
sioner insist on a free market for Canadian
fish in the United States before agreeing to
sny other matter in controversy. This is an
impossible demand, for the reason that it
woild mean the destraction of the American
deep sea fisheries industry and of the scheol
for the United States Navy. In. the war
with Spain 1nore than 2000 seamen were
taken from New England cosst oities to
serve on the American men-of-war, sud,
excepting the Pacific. coast, the New Fog-
land towns are, and always bave been, the
mainstay of the country so far as manning
ships are concerned.

ANOTHER DERVISH DEFEAT.
The correspondent says also, detailing
an earlier movement, that the guntoat
Sultan was sent up the Blue Nile to in-
tercept a Dervish garrison 2,500 strong
coming to rainforce the Khalifa. The
gunbeat found and engaged the enemy,
killing a thousand and driving the remain-
der back.

He adds : “It is officially announced
that the Khalifais now surrounded and
must be taken alive or dead within a few
days."”

Fashoda is 400 miles south of Khar-
toum and directly west of the possessions
of the King of the Abyssinians. Itis the
chief link between Khartoum and British
Uganda, upon which depends the joining
of Egypt and Cape Town. How English
sentiment stands in the matter is well
illustrated by this utterance of the Specta-
tor, founded on the inference that the
whites reported the possession of Fushoda
are indeed Frenchmen ;

““They must be bundled out of Fashoda
without further ceremony, and France
musy decide whether she:cares to fight
the matter out in the Channel.”

Cubans want Independence, and fear
American Competition.

Havana, Sept. 15.—The predominant
feature of the situation is the feverish and
widespread agitation of the Cubans in
favor of the absvlute independence of the
islands at all costs. Manifestos are being
circulated inviting the co-operation of
the Spanish residents and merchants to
this end, and pointing ous *that either
annexation or an American protectorate
would mean death to all trade with Spain
in a couple of years.

One reason why many Spaniards who at
first. favored annexation have now chang-
ed their minds is that they fear the com-
petition of Americans as storekeepers,
hotel managers and restrauranteurs.
They are afraid that the Americans in-
stead of coming to buy out their establish-
ments and stooks at fabulous prices based
upoun the old Spanish duties, will open
shops next door, import goods at low
duties uuder the new regime, ruin their
business and reduce them to poverty.
Exactly the eame spirit prevails among
the planters, especially the smaller ones,
who had hoped to sell at good pices the
old French and Belgian machinery for
which they paid dear and imported under
excessive duties, They realise that the
Ameriocan syndicates will bring Awerican
machivery, much cheaper and paying
practically no duty, establish a large con-
trol market, close theirs, and push them
to the wall.
