Iadications of Progress in Dress Reform.

In England there is & Rational Dress so-
ciety, which for the last ten years has been
advancing the ocause of rational dress, This
society numbers ameng its members ladies
of high social position.

In Chicago, U. 8., a seciety for the Pro-
motien of Physical Culture and Correot'
Dress was fermed five years age. It en-
deavers to base dress upon correct scientific
and artistlo principles.

The national council of women of the
U. . appointed a committee' in 1891 te
take into consideration an every-day dress
for women—"*‘a dress suitable. for business
hours, for shepping, for marketing, house-
weork, walking and other forms of exercise.”
In the report returned three costumes
were given as suggestions. One was the
modified Syrian, with skirt a little shorter
than ordinarily worn, and divided; anether,
Mr. Miller’s short-skirted costume; and the
third, the gymnasium suit, divided and
fastened a little below the knee, all three
giving perfect freedom not only to wilst and
chest but also to the limbs.

The World’s Congress. of Women Tre-
vealed in a striking manner the progress
which this question bas made. *Three meet- |
ings were almost entirely “tieveted vo its dis-
cussion and were among. themost enthusi-
astic of the congress. At one the speakers
appeared in their dress reform suite,” giving
a practical illustration of their ideas,

Anether indigation of the progress: of this
question is the attention which it is receiv-
ing from the press. The" Arena, Boston,
has been especially active. Within-the last
two years it has publithed more than a
deézamn articles upon thesubject.

Thursday evening Miss Annie Veszey gave
a *“‘talk” en Chriztian Science at her rooms,
Princess street, to quite a number of ladies
and gentlemen.

The question, What is Christian Science?
was answered, first, by brief definitions;
secendly, by considering Christian Science
in relation te ite history, its teachings and
ite demonstrations, Science is *‘Ged’s sight”
{Webster). In its innermost sense the term
sclence, thus defined, embraces all that is
meant by the term OChristlan Science.!
Christian Science is the OChrist Science;
the soience of God or God as taughtand
demonstrated by Jesus, the Christ, It
gives the knowledge of God, reduced toa
demonstrable system which is capable of
applicatien to every meed of humanity.

all obedience te it laws, ‘meaning tull
obedience to God’s laws, weuld speedily
usher in the answer to our Master’s prayer:
Thy will be done in earth as it is- in heaven.

The Ohristian character eof Ohristian
Soience is shown in its history. Its leader,
Rev. Mary Baker Eddy, was, threugh the
realization'of God’s power and presence, in-
stantly healed when at the point of death.
Why, it was asked, might it not be ex-

lained by what precess of thought she had
ald hold of God’s presence in its fullness of
healing power, Three years was spent in
the study of the soriptures. Theh was
banished, once and forever, Mrs. Eddy has
told us, the ‘‘fundamental error of faith in
things material.”

In 1875 the text-book of Christian Science,
Sclence and Health, was issued, [This beok
points to truth as the healer of disease as
well as of sin and sorrow. The teachings of
sciemce have been distorted; state laws have
been framed especially to stop the work of
Christian Science; yet these laws have been
quietly set aside by the highest courts of
the states enacting them, inagmuch as it
was beyond the funotion of the - state
to legislate against the freedom of the reli-
gious worship of its people. Today Ohris-
tian Science organizations are everywhere
receiving recognition as Christian erganiza.
tions. Note the words of Hon. O, C. Bon-
ney in his address of welcome to 'the

- Christiap - Science Congress held in connec-
ion with the late Columbian exhibition:

**To restore a living faith in the efficacy of
the prayer, the fervent and effectual prayer,
of therighteous man, which availeth much;
to teach everywhere the supremacy of
spiritual fotces; to teach and to emphasize
the fact that in the presence of the spiritual
forces all ether forces are weak and ineffi-
cienv—that I understand to be your mis-
sion.” Ohristian Solentists have waited
patiengly for this tardy recognition by
other ' Christian denominations,  be-
cause they have found in the study
of Christian Science the very essence
of Christianity. Their cenception of the
love of God has been broadened and widen-
ed, and te the scope and adaptation of the
religion of Christ to the needs of humanity
has been added a fullness not seen in any
other presentation of the same.

The cardinal point of the teaching of Chris-
vian Science, iz the dootrine of the reality of

the material. Its fandamental law is ‘‘God
is all.” In its applicatien of this law it
differs from other religious systems inasmuch:
as it insiste upon the fact that all means the
whole. From this premise are logically
deduced all the doctrines and rules of Uhris-
tian Science. Since God is all, his opposite,
evil, is nothing; hence the false claim of
evil, whether smin or sickness can be
overcome by truth. Scienge insists
that omnipotence means omnipotence; omni

science means omniscience, viy omnipre-
‘sence means omnipresence. Henoce in evil,
.God’s oppesite, there i no power, ng pre-
: sence, no intelligence. The seeming power,
presence and intelligence of evil is a false
claim, having only pewer; presence and in-
telligence as long as these attributes are
granted unte ib. Jesus tanght ‘vhis.  He
said ‘‘He was a murderer. from the begin-
Faing, and abode mot in the truth, becsuse
there is no truth in him. When-he speaketh

and the father of it.” :

Soience also teaches that, since God is
Spirit, and man is His image and likeness,
man is spiritual and not material, *‘that the
underatanding of this sets “men free frem
the laws of materiality; that it is man’s
privilege to prove that these laws only have
the power ascribed to them. Thus will man
be found a little lower than ‘God” (revised
version), having dominicn over the fish of
the sea, and ‘'over the fowl of the air, and
over the cattle, and over every creeping
thing that oreepeth upeon the earth.”

The demonstrations of Christian Soience as
proof of the truth of its teachings: Jesus the
Christ, the perfect demonstrator, proved the
nothingness of every law of materiality.
His so-called miracles were the laws of
heaveuly harmony made manifest to the
mortal senses, The miracles of Elijah and
Elisha, the escape of the Hebrew children
from the flames, the manna from heaven,
and the water from the reck were similar
manifestations of these ever abiling laws.
During the first three centuries of the Obris-
tian era these demonstrations continued to
go hand in hand with Christianity. Gibbon
in his Decline and Fall of the Roman Em-
pire says; *The miraculous cure of diseases
of the most inveterate or even preternatural
kind can no longer ecocasion any surprise,
when we recollect that in the days of Sie-
naeus, about the end of the second century,
the resurrection of the dead was very far
from being esteemed an uncemmon event;
that the miracle was frequently performed
on necessary occasions, and that the persons
thus restored had lived afterwards -among
them many years.”

Christian Science is not will power. It is
not mesmerism, hypnotism or animal mag-
petism. Spiritual laws cannot be demon-
strated by any effort of the mortal will, but
by substitnting for the mertal will spiritual
understanding. In Eropornien as this is
done may improved health .and morals be
obtained. Said Archbishop Trench in his
work on the Miracles of Christ: “The
miracle, according to its true idea, is
not the vielation, ner the suspension of law,
but the incoming of a  higher law, as of a
spiritual in the midst of natural lawa and
momentary assertion for that higher law of
the predominance that it was intended te
have, and but for man’s fall, would always
‘have had over the lower, and with this a
prophetioc anticipation of the abiding pre-
valence which it ehall ene day recover.”

“The ‘““prophetic anticipatlen” is today
beginning to be fulfilled. In thousands of
cases has it been proven that these higher
spiritual laws of harmony oan be demon-
strated in the healing of the sick, even as
the master demenstrated them so long ago,
-on the hills and by the lakes of Palestine.
Christian Scientists have but ome object
in their work—the imparting of & knowl-
edge of Jspiritual law in ite practical appli-
 oation to the needs of humanity, thus aid-
ing in the overthrow of evil in every form,
and in the establishment of Ged’s kingdom
of love and harmony. i

FrEDERICTON, May 16,—Business ocircles
in this ‘city had a startling surprise today,
when it was announced that Charles H. B.
Fisher had executéd an assignment for the
benefit of his orediters. For long years the
Fishers—Charles H. B, and G. Fred—have
been regarded as one of the leading financial
firmes of the city, and it was not until after
the death of G. Fred Fisher in January last
that any person had the least doubts of their
ability te meet afl liabilities. ' Soon after
Fred Fisher’s death the creditors of his
estate were given to understand that his
debts exceeded his assets and that the firm
were involved with ‘each other very consid-
erably. Since thedeath of his brother, Chas.
H. B. Fisher has been vainly attempting to
carry over the finanmcial burden of
this estate, but he has found that
to do so was impossible, and upon the ad-
vice of his friends has execubted an assign-
ment for the benefit of his creditors in favor
of H. H. Pitts, M. P. P., as trustee. Heavy
losees in recent years, coupled with compli-
cations arising ont of the settlement of the
. Fred. Fisher eatave, where new liabilities
were turniug up almest every day which
bad been entirely uiknown to Charles Fisher,
are given as the immediate canses of the
failure, The trugt deed, it is understoed,
makes no preferences, and it is also under-
stood that the banks will not lose anything
by the assignment, their claims having been
secured some time ago. The statement of
the liabilities and assets has mnot yet been
made up, and the best information which
THE SUN could obtain this afternoon was to
the effect that the liabilivy of O. H. B. Fisher
upon the bills of the G. Fred. Fisher
estate amounts te between $15,000 and
$20,000, and that his direct personal liabili-
ties are in the vicinity of $40,000, making a
total liability of some $60,000 eor upwards.
The greater part of the liabilities of C.H.B.
Fisher is made up of moneys borrowed
from his sons? estates, which have been used
in carrying on his private banking business,
and which were secured to them by certain
mortgages and liens upon the business.
Outside the members of his family the
principal losers are those persons who had
money on deposit at ‘interest with- Fisher &
Fisher. These inolude a large mumber of
people about the city who had placed their
savings with the firm ab a ‘higher rate of
interest than paid by the banks. The tetal
assets of the C. H. B. Fisher estate are
roughly estimated at between $35,000 and
$40,000, but these figures include ocertain
mortgages held against the real estate, The
assets of the . Fred Fisher estate, as en-
tered in the probate court when the will was
proved, are $5,000 real and §$7,000 persenal,
aud the liabilities are put av $33,000. The
failare is one of the most unfortunate that
has oocurred here for years. Mr. Fisher’s
family will have the sympathy of the whole
community, and the unfortunate people who
risked their savings: for the sake of better
income with the concern, many of whom
w‘lll‘lolo.ll they had, will be worthy objects
of pity. Y :

The Fisher failure is still the principal
topic of discussion around town. The state-
ment of liabilities and assets in today’s Sux
is confirmed on further enquiries. It is also
learned that Walter Fisher and Dr. Byard
Fisher, sons of C. H. B, Fisher, hold mort-
gages on real estate assigned for $21,000.
A mortgage to each son for $5,000 was exa-
cuted four years ago but was net recorded,
and another to them jointly for $10,000 was
executed the day before the assignment,
and besides these it is understood that these
sons hold liens on the personal property,
taking priority to the assignment, ot five
thousand. Walter Fisher, who became a
member. of Fisher & Fisher & Co. three or
four years ago, is said to be liable for ten or
twelve thousand on the firm paper and en-
dorsements for his father and uncle. Be-
sides the amounte ewed to city business
houses the concern owes a large number of
private persons. for leans and deposits.
Among the latter are Gerhardus Olowes,
$3,500; Nelson Cliff, $3,500; Rebecca Rus-
sell, $1,800; John McCann, §1,260; Malinda
Barker, $1,200; D. McCatherin, $300; Geo,
Cliff, $100. There are alse a number of
others. Notes are maturing at the banks
and elsewhere made by es in favor of
one or other of the Fishers, which the mak-
ers olaim were purely accommodation. John
Carson is one of these viotims. He made
notes in favor of G. Fred Fisher, discounted
them aund gave the proceeds to Fisher,
who endorsed them.

Down in Consequeaee.

The Miners’ Oonfmnoo—u Cleveland Closes
Without Ooming to Any Decision.

Hamrmron, Ont.,, May 17.—The Graand
Truok ehops are oclosed this morniag on
account of the soarcity of ooal, and will
remain closed until the coal strike is over.
The company has only 300 tons ef coal on
hand. Twe hundred men are thrown out of
employment. :

MoNTREAL,  May 17.—All the Grand
Trunk railway sheps over the entire syatem
will close down tomorrow for three weeks
owing to the coal strike in the states. All
trains except those carrying malls, en-
gbre and despatch freight will be taken off.

LoroNTo, May 17.—With reference to
the clesing of the Gtand Trunk shops here
and in Montreal a prominent efficial said:
“Owing ° te the position of the ocoal
market we muet hasband our - re-
sources. We cannot afford to fake
any chances. The result wounld be ;teo
‘serious.’ 'We must run our passenger
mail services at all hazards, and this was
the only plan we could adopt.”

““How long will the lockout last?”

“Just as long as the coal strike lasts and
no longer To my mind the strike has lost
all features of a strike and has now assumed
the appearance of a lockout. ,I believe that
the present trouble is the result of a fight
between the Pennsylvania and Ohie mine
owners, but it is very hard vo arrive ab the
true inwardness of the affair.”

CLEVELAND, O., May 17.—At the miners’
conference today Patrick McBride and Jobn
Cairne of the Miners’ union spoke. Then
President MoBride of the Miners’ union
asked the operators and spectators to re-
tire in ordef that the miners might hold a
conference. § This was done and a meeting
lasting an héur was held. Atits conclusion
President McoBride offered a reselution re-
citing that whereas a large number of oper-
atos,whe had refused‘ to attend the confer-
ence had refused thehand of peace which had
been extended to them the miners believed that
any settlement arrived at in the absence of
those operaters would only add to and
accentuate the miserable condition of the
miners, and that it was impossible to make
any settlement wich the eperaters who had
met them here.
