The ex-Controuer of Customs Defines
¢ “His Position.

e

HeRExplains the Causes That Led to His |
. Resignation and Appeals to His Friends
to Oppose Remedial Legislation.

N. Clarke Wallace, ex-controller of
customs, has ‘circulated the following
letter among his friends:

Dear Sir—I take this opportunity of
addressing you as a loyal citizen of
Canada and one who desires her ad-
vancement along the lines of moral,
intellectual and - financial prosperity,
and I desire to explain to you my posi-
tion as a supporter of the caonserva-
tive party, and my reasons for re-
signing my position as controller  of
customs, with the hope that my aetion
may be so endorsed by you as to re-
cetve your cordial co-operation in the
present crisis.

I‘or t e last t.hree yem, up to the

a mem‘ber ot! the govemment
not  a member of the cabinet, a.nd'
therefore mnot personally ' responsible
for the remedial order on Manitoba,
upon which: legiglation is to be based
forcing separate schools on that prov-
ince. I used my best efforts and in-
fluence to prevent the cabinet from
bringing down 4 bill to effect this pur-
pose, and it was not until all hope of
a settlement of this question had been
abandoned that I resigned my position.
