Hazen Heformers Have No
Room for Criticism

Public  Aceounts Commities Finds That
Methods Once: Condemned are
Still Continued.

FREDERICTON, N. B, Apri} 28—
The public accounts committee spent
most of the morning in an examination
of the public works department under
the head of special expenditurgs on
roads and bridges. This expenditure
amounted altogether to $9,772.64. The
criticism was directed chiefly in re-
spect to the large number of accounts
which had been paid, for which there
was no bill or voucher. These number-
ed eighteen and totalled about $1,000.
The money was paid over on the order
of the late commissioner of public
works and warrants issued for the
same, Mr. Tweeddale drew attention
to the fact that yesterday much com-
plaint had been made because the old
Government had paid for contractors’
tools,

In looking over this year’s accounts
he found a bill of W. H. Thorne and
Company which had been paid and
this contained similar charges so he
did not think it reste@ with the pres-
ent administration to find fault in this
respect, as they were doing exactly
the same as their predecessors. The
committee thought that there was no
harm in paying for these tools but the
department should see to-it that the
tools after being used, should be ac-
counted for and not have the system
prevail that every time a contractor
built a bridge he should buy new tools
and carry them away with him. The
committee passed the rest of the re-
port with the exception of the road
supervisors. One or two meetings more
should complete the work.

The house met this morning in com-
mittee and a number of bills passed
their third reading.

Bill Imposing a Working License of $3 on
Non-Residents is Approved.

FREDERICTON, N. B, April 28—
The municipalities committee held its
final meeting this morning.

A bill introduced by Mr. Tweeddale
to authorize the municipality of Vic-
toria to impose a tax of three dollars

in the province who might be employ-
ed.temporarily in the county, provoked
considerable discussion.

The principle of the bill was ap-
proved by all the members of the com-
mittee present and its provisions were
made applcable to every county in
the province, and the bill will be so
recommended to the house.

BRITISHERS INSURING

Lioyds Doing a Rushing Business in
Anticipation of the Budget.

LONDON, April 28—The trend of
public opinion regarding the sources
that Chancellor of the Exchequer
Lloyd-George is likely to keep to secure
the increased revenues necessary to
balance the budget is evidenced in the
business being done today at Liloyds.
Enormous amounts of insurance are
being taken against increasing the tax-
ation on sugar and tea at premiums
respectively of 35 and 40 guineas. In-
surance against increasing the taxa-
tion on tobacco, cigars and coal is be-
ing done on a lesser scale at pre-
miums ranging from 30 to 35 guineas’

LONDON, April 28.—Abdul Hamid’s
disastrous reign. which opened with
the Bulgarian atrocities, closes In a
most dramatic fashion with massacres
of Armenians in Anatolla. His disap-
pearance as Sultan appears to cause
but few regrets here and abroad, but
the course of Turkish affairs will stili
be watched with great anxiety.

The Young Turks acted boldly and
swiftly, but not without the sanction
of the Sheik-ul-Islam. Hence it may
be inferred that they have not in-
flamed the country’s religious suscepti-
bilities. The orthodoxy of the Young
Turks, however, is regarded with con-
siderable suspicion by large sections of
the strict Mohammedans, therefore it
is too early to prophesy a quiet reign
for Mehemmed V.

According to the Morning Post’s cor-
respondent, 95 per cent of the popula-
tion of the city were in favor of ihe
recent reactionary mutiny. It is re-
garded as certain that the young
Turks must for some time rule by a
military dictatorship and the London
newspapers editorially express appre-
hension that before a parliamentary
reign can be safely establighed, serious
racial and religious outbreaks may
occur.

A despatch to the Times says that it
stated in the chamber that- Abdul Ha-
mid would probably be sent to Salon-
1ki.

A despatch to the Exchange Tele-
graph Co. says that the committee Las
seized all of the former Sultan’s effects,
cluding his jewels as well as his vast
personal fortune.

A Belgrade despatch to the Tele-
graph says that according to news
from Macedonia the ominous move-
ment of the Albanians is increasing in
the district around Monastir. The Al-
banians demand the enforcement of
the Sheriat.

BERLIN, April 28.—In an interview
with tha Constantinople correspondent
of the Lokal Angeiger, Mehemmed Ras-

chad is quoted as saying: “I like the
press, whose task it is to spread know-
ledge and information among the na-
tions and lead them toward happiness.
You imnay say that I have always lived
for the constitution ever since I could
think, and will always be a true ser-
vant -of the constitution. It is the
state’s and the people’s salvation.

“F am a friend of the powers,' con-
tinued the prince, “and I can only hepe
that Turkey will have relations of
friendship and love with all, but more
especially with our old friend a&nd
well wisher Germany.”

A despatch to the Tageblatt says
that Abdul Hamid when told of his de-
position, =aid: “Since the renewal of
the Osmanic constitution I have never
departed from it. I leave the insti-
gators of this tragedy to God's justice.
My innocence concerning the occur-
rences is proved by the fact that no
shot has been fired from the Yildiz
during my reign. . We won the Greek
war and I have saved my land in sev-
eral crises, If my abdication is desired
let God's will be done.”

PARIS, April 28.—The newspapers in
general approve the dethronement of
Sultan Abdul Hamid, and express the
hope that the Young Turks will profit
by the lesson of recent events and
show the same self-possession in the
exercise of the government as they
displayed in winning a victory. The
opinion held that a strong regenerated
Turkey will present a firm front to
those who covet their outlying rrov-
inces which will be the best means of
preventing the re-opening of the East-
ern question. The report of the arrest
of Prince Bddina, nephew of tlie Sul-
tan, has caused unbounded astonish--
ment here. Many of his friends in
Paris are convinced that he is the vic-
tim of an attempt on the part of the
former Sultan to affect a compromise,
looking to his own safety by & supreme
denunciation.

It sets forth the damger
surroywding Miss Lambert and her
companions The messenger who first
started with the message to the tele-
graph office was Jhot down on the
way. The communication is dated
Hadjin April 26th, and says: ‘“The
rising against the Christians of Radjin
began nine days ago. The govern-
ment sent troops to suppress the
fighting between Mohammedans and
Christians. But the men . were not
strong enough numerically to restore
order. Many are d ead and wouunded
on both sides.

“Desperados occupled the Armen-
fan cloister five days ago and have
been firing on the people without im-
terruption since. The Armenian
churches are now showing white
flags, indicating that there will be ‘no
further resistance, yet the shooting
and the plundering continues. Manv
shops have been p lundered and others
settlements nd villages in the vrov-

Headjin i{s almost entirely without
food and animals in the city are dying
of starvation. The provincial authori-
ties have been appealed to to send
more troops to Hadjin, but thus far
without result.”

LONDON, April 38.—The Interna-
tional parllament representing women
of twenty countries, banded together
to demand equal civil rights, is the
one world event of the week in Lonw
don.

An immense demonstration was made
last night in Albert Hall, heralded Ly
& procession -of a thousand women
workers. carrying 0500 ancient watch-
man’s lanterns and all the emblems of
a hundred trades. They marched fromy
Baton square to Albert hall

The lanterns had no political sigwi-
ficance. They were introduced oaly
for picturesque effect,

The Suffragettes have at least intro-
duced romance, realism, poetry ‘and
beauty into the somewhat squalid
arena of party politics. One day the
newly beautified Joan D’Arc rides
astride her war steed at the head of &
militant procession, another Queen
Elizabeth with ruff and farthingaley
rides amidst Amazons carrying an es-
cutcheon bearing the telling devise:
“If Queens, why not votes.” But most
powerful and effective of all these ap~
peals to the imagination are the van
loads of ex-prisoners, matrons and
maidens who have gladly “done time’”
in the sacred cauase. °

The Woman’s International Suffrage
alliance, - strictly speaking, is not a uf-
fragette organization, but no one who
watches the ebb and flow of feeling
of the great international assembly can
doubt for a moment that it is the suf«
fragettes who are the heroines of the
hour.

The American president, Mrs. Chap-«
man Catt, nelther blessed them at all
nor cursed them at all, holding. her-
pelf strictly neutral, but her audience
blessed them altogether. .,

It was a scene of tumultuous enthu-
slasm that haiied the appearance of
Mrs. Despard, leader of the exireme
wing of the Suffragettes, when, fresh
from her prison experiences, she arose
to address the meeting.

Lady Constance Lyttleton is ak
Knobworth, Mrs. Pankhurst is fight~
ing a by-election at Sheffield. The rair
Lady Christabel is worked to death.
But Mrs. Woestenholme Elmy, the
Nestor and pioneer of all women’s
movements in England, is well to the
front despite her 76 years. Mrs. Elmy
with the snowy hair of an ancient, be-
gan the struggle just fifty years ago
and has kept it up ever since. “Even
in America,” she said, “‘ths cause pro-
gresses despite the threefold ubstacie
of the constitution, the saloon and the
trusts. All around the wide world wo-
man is becoming conscious of her
rights to be regarded as an equal cit-
izan in every state, and everywhere -
men and women are becoming mure
and more keenly alive to the fact that
suffragette is the sole security for
every right which they claim.”
