HANGED IN LONDON.

The Poisoner. of Women, Whose
Crimes Shocked the British Isles,

LONDON, April 7.—Kloshowski, alias
Chapman, the Southwark saloon-keep-
er who was found guilty March 19 at
the Old Bailey of the murder by poison
of three woman who lived with him as
his wives in different parts of London,
and who was sentenced to death the
same day, was hanged this merning in
Wandsworth jail. He was in a state
of complete collapse and had fo he
supported by wardens. He protested
his innocence to the end, declaring his
real name was Chapman, and said he
was an American by birth.
