West Plain, Mo., April 30—Six per­
sons were killed and 15 injured last 
night at Alton, Mo., the county seat 
of Oregon County, when a tornado de­
stroyed most of the buildings in the

Atlanta, Oa., April 30—An epidemic 
of cyclones and tornadoes the like of 
which have not been known for years, 
swept through the south last night 
and today, leaving in their wakes 
hundreds of dead and mangled bodies 
and the dismantled wrecks of prop­
erty worth many millions.

An exact list of the dead and an 
accurate estimate of the monetary loss 
may not be compiled for days but 
from all along the path of the storm 
come tales of fearful loss of life and 
descriptions of whole towns and vil­
lages completely wiped out.

A Town Destroyed
Chicago, Ill., April 30—At Golden, 

Mo., the business part of the town 
was destroyed and many homes 
wrecked. Five lost their lives.

At Summerville, Mo., two persons 
were killed and many injured.

The storm was furious in southern 
Illinois and at Texas City four were 
killed and many seriously wounded. 
The town was wrecked.

Great damage to property and crops 
was caused in Michigan on the east 
shore of Lake Michigan, Benton Har­
bor and South Haven being in the 
path of the storm.

Constantinople, April 30—A letter 
from Tarsus written by Dr. Thomas 
C. Christie of Hartford, Conn., dated 
April 20, says:

"I estimated that there were 1,000 
dead in Adana and Tarsus and 300 in 
neighboring towns; but I begin to 
think this estimate is too low for the 
country districts. Our banker Shakerj 
Boutrea, for example, has farms south­
east of Tarsus and had 81 men at 
work upon them—one Greek and 80 
Armenians. The Greek came in with 
the story that every one of the eighty 
Armenians had been killed. From 
Kozolock came a similar tale.

Only Horrors
"We breakfast, dine and sup on 

horrors. I never would have believed 
men capable of such cruelties the

sight of which I saw Saturday morn­
ing. As the train on which I was rid­
ing moved throuh the vineyards and 
gardens this side of Adana they re­
minded me of Shiloh, of Corinth, of 
Vicksburg, of Atlanta. Here were 
bodies lying where they had fallen. 
There was a heap of ten or twenty 
piled up like cord wood—I suppose In 
preparation for burial. In Adana cart­
loads were being dumped into the 
river. In the long street leading up 
from the station I counted in the quar­
ter of a mile I traversed over thirty 
bodies that had not yet been removed.

"There were two whole days of bit­
ter street fighting, of massacre of the 
defenceless and of burnings. Our great 
strong qj£y of Adana now is a thing of 
the past.”
