Henceforth, even though they have 
received "outdoor relief" or have been 
in the poorhouse, old folks may draw 
the old age pension.

New York. Feb. 15.—Despite a con­
viction in some influential circles that 
In the nature of things an upward 
reaction was due and in tlie face of 
some very bullish advices from tlie 
South relating to t‘he interior mar­
kets, prices rallied but feebly during 
the early session today and later on 
developed weakness bordering on de­
moralization. It would seem that one 
long line after another is being liqui­
dated and that each new low level 
established tyicovers a fresh line of 
vulnerable speculative accounts. 
There w&fl an unusual dearth of 
specific Influential news and it is 
thought that a general modification 
of views as to tin» size of the crop is 
a greater factor in the general weak­
ness than anything else. Thus fur 
the Southern spot markets have not 
followed the decline here and there 
are many who adhere to the opinion 
that statistics henceforth will justify 
this attitude on the part of the hold­
ers of the actual staple. It cannot be 
denied that the heavy liquidation of 
the past fortnight has vastly im­
proved . Any concession in the South­
ern markets from prevailing 
should attract a keener Inquiry 
domestic mills who have been very 
laggard in. obtaining supplies of the 
staple. For the time being at least 
we would rather buy on the drives 
than sell on the bulges.
