The policy of Sir Edward Grey has
not given satisfaction to his own
party. There can hardly be a question
that if his retemtion of the foreign
office could be subjected to a division
he would only be maintained there by
the Opposition vote. Even the Oppo-
sition vote would not be solidly given
for him. On the question of Persia
he would have to face the determined
criticism of Lord Curzop, and those
who think with him.

It is not, in short, his advocacy of
the Russian entente so much as his
policy towards Germauny that has won
bim the Uniomist support. A year
ago, at the crisig of the Morocco nego-
tiations, Mr. Lloyd Gecygge and Ram-

but the foreign problem has been com-
plicated by the conduct of Russia in
northern Persia and by the realiza-
tion of the Russo-Japanese agreement
with respect to the far east.

All these questions have no doubt
come up in the deliberations between
Sir Edward Grey and M. Sazonoff and
the knowledge of the former that he
does not possess the ‘confidence of
his own party can scarcely have
strengthened his hand

The Near East.

In spite of all the alarmist tele-
grams the position in the near east is
nothing like as dangerous as has been
made out. The storm center just for
tangled i3 the ¢kein of European pol-
itics ihat it is distinctly to the inter-
ests of Germany and of the powers
usuaily most opposed to her, France
and the United Kingdom, that the
status quo in the near east should be
preserved, while Austria and Italy and |
the remaining power of the triple en-|
tente, Russia, hope each for great ter-
ritoria] gains from its destruction.

The Middle East.

Much more critical, at the moment,
however, are the relation of Russia
and the United Kingdom in the middie
east, Sir Edward Grey has permitted
Russia to assume a position in north-
ern Pergia which is very little short
of annexation. The result is that the
mement has been reached when Rus-
sian diplomatists cynically demand
the partition of the country.

The United Kingdom may appropri-
ate the southern zone, in any case
Russia will permanently occupy its
zone, and in the most casual way the
Russian press explains that this is in-
evitable, though, as the Novoye Vrem-
ya biuntly poipts out: “The British
people must learn to realize the simple
truth that Teheran is in the Russian
zone.” Of course the partition of Per-
sia would be a piece of buccaneering
the moment, is not so much Constan-
tinople as Sophia. On the decision of
the Bulgarians as to their future ac-
tion rests the decision of peace or
war. It is not likely that it will be
for war, if for no other reason than
the fact that such a decision would
almost inevitably bring Austria, Rus-
sia and Italy in collision.

Albania has been earmarked by
both Rome and Vienna as necessary to
their development, and if. Turkey in
Europe were at the present moment
thrown into the melting pot, it is ab-

- | solutely impossible to foresee what the

result would be. Almost certainly Rus-
sia and Austria would come in contact,
and it is difficult to see how Italy and
Austria could remain at one.

The United Kingdom, as the great
{ Muhammadan power of the world, and
lmee as the possessor of a vast Mu-
hammadan empire, have.a very vital,
{mouzh indirect, stake in the guestion.
M. Saxonoff must inevitably have dis-
cussed with Sir Edward Grey the at-
titude of Downing street toward a
Russian advance upon the Dardanelles
and it is not likely, although Sir Ed-
ward has agreed to most things Rus-
sia has demanded, that it would find
him sympathetic en this point. So
pure and simple. To be absolutely
candid the United Kingdom does not
want her :zhare, and this fact may
be unhesitatingly accepted for the sim-
ple reason that it is not in accordance
with what she considers her best in-
terests, If, however, Russia seizes the
northern zone British influence wiil
have to be permanently established
in the southern zone

There remaips the gulf zone, which
will make a very poor substitute as a
buffer state for a united Persia with
its southern boundaries manching
with ‘those of Afghanistan and Balu-
chistan. Nor Is it quite certain that
even the gulf zone will be left. Al
ready the claim is being made In
England that if Teheran is to be giv-
en to  Russia, Isfahan, the ancient
capital, must come to the United
Kingdom. As Isfahan is at the edge
of the Russian zone, such a partition
would mean bringing the respective
spheres of influence, or to put it more
bluntly, the frontiers of Russia and
England at last contiguous te ome an-
other in western Asia.
