Montreal, March 26.—Riley Hern,
who refereed the “Art Ross” cup
match on Saturday between Victorias
and Emmetts, stated after the match
that he had handled his last match.
Hern holds the record for referees
this season, having handled thirty-one
matches, twenty of them being Na-
tional Hockey Association fixtures.
He was the only official to work in
every series of the N. H. A,, and has
worked in several City League serles.
Hern is one of the best known among
professional hockey players. He was
born in Stratford in 1881, and played
his first senior match in 1899, when
he graduated from the jumior ranks
to play with Stratford seniors.
He played with his home team until|
he went to London in 1901 and the
following season he went to Pittsburg
to play with the Keystones, winning
the United States championship. The
following season the Keystones were
beaten in the final match. In 1904
he jolned the Houghton, Michigan
ttam, and was one of the champions
of that season. In 1906 he came eo
Montreal as a member of the Wan-
derers, playing with them until the
season of 1912, when he retired as a
player to take up the work as a ref-
erloe, at which he was most success-
ful.
He figured on the Stanley cup teams
of the Wanderers during the season
of 1907, 1908, 1909, 1910 and 1911, and
helped them to win more than one
championship. He started playing
hockey as a forward and afterwards
went back into the nets, he filling the
position of goal keeper for the greaf-
er part of his career with marked
success. Hern was also a lacrosse
player, but did not give a great deal
of attention to it so that he never
gured on a ch lonship twelve.
He has probably more championship
hockey trophies to his credit than
any player in the game today,
