He 
did not think a picture of that class 
was fit for children to see, and he 
could hardly think censors had ap­
proved It

Dr. Price agreed with the remarks 
of honorable member for Queens that 
certain pictures got by the censors 
that should not be placed upon exhi­
bition. Proprietors of certain theatres 
in city of Moncton had told him that 
they had refused to show some of the 
pictures passed by the board and these 
theatre proprietors were certainly pre­
pared to go limit It wee hie belief 
that some of the films passed by cen­
sors had not been examined by the 
board. He thought censors should pay 
more attention to their duties and avoid 
placing undesirable pictures before 
the public.

Mr. Tilley said he often went to pic­
ture shows but he did not see anything be. 
to complain of in pictures which were 
shown In St John, although honorable 
members appeared to be under the 
Impression that everything terrifying 
came from that city, but there un­
doubtedly were pictures exhibited In 
the province that did not go past the 
censors. He did not know how mana­
gers of picture houses got them, but 
he thought that when these pictures 
were eeen and their objectionable fe»r 
tures noted the government should be 
made acquainted with It.

Mr. Lockhart spoke In defence of 
the censors who he said were over­
worked and underpaid and from what 
he knew of them personally, and he 
knew them all well, not one of them 
would let a picture go by wilfully.

Capt. Tilley agreed- that censors 
were not adequately paid for the work 
they did. Their duties took up a lot 
of their time, and they certainly de­
served better remuneration.
