- Iis appointment will not be
satisfactory to the people, because they
have hiad a touch of his rule. He is look-
ed upon as a friend of the policy of force
and an open enemy to the right of pub-
lic meeting and freedom of specch.

To accomplish
this it woild only be necessary to employ
the bed of theiriver Kur for the greater
portion of thé way. The second canal
would be consitucted along the old bed
of the Amu Daria to Lake Sarykamysk,
where a junctién with the prosent bed of
the Amu Daria would be effected, thus
connecting the!'Caspian and the Aral.

If realized these would permit Russia to
ship men and goods from Odessa into the
heart of Central Asia, up the rivers Amu
Daria and SirParia.

Ottawa, Aug. 16.—The first official bul-
letin of the ccnsus was issued today. The
population of the dominion is given at
5,338,883, an increase of 505,644 over the
census of 1891.

The per cent. increase showa by the
recent census of the British Isles was
over .12, despite a loss of 1,500,000 of peo-
ple by emigration during the 10 years.
The per cent. of incréase in Amstralia for
the decade was 19. The per cent. in the
United States was 21.

The ecities over 20,000 showing the great-
est percemtage of increase are Vancouver,
Winnipeg, Ottawa, Montreal, Victoria and
London, in the order named, as follows:

‘he anonymous correspondent also re-
veals himself as Charles Boyd, who, a-
cording to the Daily News, is a journalist
having confidential relutions with the Brit-
ish South Africa Chartered Company.
