Doctor Heroult Predicts Can-
ada Will Do It in the
Near Future

CHEAP PRODUCTION

Under the Electro Process Now Being

Instituted at the ‘‘Soo” Pig Can be

Made for $10 a Ton and Steel for
$4 More—Means a Revolution In
the Metal Business.

Ottawa, Sept. 18—(Special)—Dr. P. L. F.
Heroult, technical director of the French-
Electro Metallurgical Society, who have
immense works av La Praz, France, where
aluminum and steel are produced, is now
in the city.

He said in an interview today that in
ten years Canada will become a great
metallurgical country. There will be an
iron industry larger than any other in
the world. It will be the same with iron
@8 with wheat. Canada will furnish to the
world its iron eupply. Iron can be pro-
duced cheaper here than in any other
country.

The doctor is an authority on the
smelting of iron ores and the manufac-
ture of steel by the electro process. He
bas a process of his own, His aystem is
pow in use at Syracuse (N..Y.), as well as
ot other points in Europe. Dr. Heroult,
with four salaried engineers, will spend
twelve monthe on this side of the At-
lantic. He has undertaken while here to
superintend the experiments in the mak-
ing of pig iron and steel at Sault Ste.
Marie by a plant which is now in course
of construction there and for which par-
liament voted $15,000 last seasion.

Dr. Haanel will be associated with him.

It will be remembered that Mr. Sifton
some time ago sent a commission to Eu-
rope to look into this matter and ever
since an impetus has been given to the
idea in Canada the outcome of which is
the vote made by parliament to test the
merits of the electro smelting—that is of
smelting iron ores and" making pig and
steel by the use of electricity. If success-
ful, as there is little doubt, it will enable
the working of ores which cannot now be
touched motwithstanding their abundance
because of the lack of fuel.

“The electro smelting at the “Soo” will
be done in a plant of epecial design. Dr.
Heroult pays pig can be made for $10 a
ton and eteil for $4 more. This means a big
eaving. This will mean a revolution in the
mining industry of Canada. It will mean
the keeping of $6,000,000 in the country
which is now sent abroad for steel.

Dr. Heroult will repay the $15,000 which
the government have appropriated for the
experiments at the “Soo” out of the pro-
ceeds of the sale of licenses for the use
of his process in Canada.

TWO CLASSES OF THEM

First, Those Who Intend to Enter the
Priesthood ; Secondly, Those Who
Are to Stay Permanently as Dea-|
cons--Latter May Take Charge of
Parishes in Emergencies.

a view of having the office of deacon in
the Church of England restored to its old
efficiency. The canon, which was moved
by Rev. Charles Jenkins and eeconded
by Prof. Clark, is as follows:

Whereas, the order of deacons in the
Church of England has not the promi-
nence and working power, it had in the
primitive church, and it being very neces-
sary that the office of deacon be restored
to its ancient efficiency, the General
Synod of the Church of England in the
Dominion of Canada enacts: First, that;
a deacon need not surrender his worldly
calling of business, said calling being ap-
proved by the bishop, unless he be a can-
didate for the office of a priest, and he
ghall not be admitted to the priesthood
till he shall have passed a satisfactory ex-
amination in Latin and Greek, and have
further complied with such other require-
ments as the bishop of each diocese may
impose.

jocond—The members of the order shall
be classified into two grades. First, those
who as at present intend going on into
the higher orders of the church. Second,
those who will continue permanently as
deacons in the church. ;

Third—For those of the first grade, the
courses of study and training shall be reg-
ulated by the proper authorities as they
are at present, but it shall be permissible
after ordination for the deacon to com-
tinue his collegiate course in conjunction
with doing duty under charge of a priest,
as may be found practicable under dio-
cesan regulations.

For the 'deacons of the second-grade the
qualification of learning in the Latin
tongue may be dispensed with. They may
be elected to the office by a meeting of
thé communicants of a congregation, con-
vened for the purpose, which meeting
shall have had at least fifteen days’
notice, given out by the clergyman during
divine services, said meeting is to be pre-
sided over by the clergyman of the con-
gregation, and after election, the clergy-
man shall report the same to the bishop
for the purpose of having the proper ex-
aminations and trial provided for, as re-
quired by the conditions of ordination.

The temporalities of the church having
at present various systems of admiration
existing in regard to them, the permanent
deacons so appointed have for their prop-
er sphere of action, spiritual ministration
as set forth in the ordinal, under the
clergyman or priest of the parish or con-
gregation.

Deacons in Charge of Parishes.

Every deacon who shall from necessity,
be placed in charge of & parish or mission,
shall be under the direction of a neighbor-
ing priest, if said charge ‘be in a new dis-
trict in the pioneer stage, where there
may be no contiguous parish, the deacon
shall then be directly under the charge
of the bishop.

In the event of any deacon of the sec-
ond grade becoming desirous to be ad-
vanced to the priesthood, he shall go !
through - the same course of study and |
through preparations as is required from
the deacon of the first grade.

As the deacons of the second grade are
expected to work gratuitously except
when special provision is made where re-
quired, they are not to be deemed eccles-
jastical persons, and are not to be canon-
ically entitled to participation in benefici-
ary funds, as held in the various dioceses
composing this Synod, which as hereto-
fore, are exclusively for the benefit of
those ministers who have detached them-
selves entirely from a worldly calling.
