Schools in Prussia.

SCHOOLS OF BERLIN.

We have ever been taught in America
that Prussian schools are the models for the
world.  Your ideas, therefore, probably go
beyond the reality. If Niagara can not
sustain our conception of the saublime, we
should not hastily eondemn the Prussian
schools because the imaginatioo had formed
them greater, or, perhaps more properly,
different.

There are no free schools in Berlin. All
those for the public are graded according to
the capacity of the paren®s purse. Much
is paid out of the common fund; but yet
every one who sends is obliged to pay
something. They argue that they are
more interested in that which costs them
something. [t may be worth counsidering
whether 10 the difference of charge does
not lie a great evil. I will not discuss the
subject, but only say that the siate of Vir-
ginia has something like it.

From the lowest 1o the university there
are three intermediate grades which form
the public schools proper. The three grades
have each from three to six classes, one
above another. Thus there is a continual
looking and reaching for ward, snd a speedy
reward to the diligent. The poorer classes
seldom go higher than the first grade The
mechanics spend most of their time in the
second, which is on purpose made very
practical. Those, however, who design 1o
adopt a professional mode of life go eariy to
the highest grade, where the stadies are
less for information theo 10 give the dis-
cipline of mind necessary 10 enable them to
appreciate and improve the advantages of
the excellent universities of Germany.

1 sball now speak of these schools in
order, from the lowest which I said was
not properly one of the public schools,
because parents are not obliged to send 10
it, and the children are ail under the law-
ful age of six years.

The ‘* Play School” 1s the very appro-
priate as well as cheerful term applied to
this juvenile order. The pareats pay for
each pupil from five to fifiy cents per
month. I visited one for the poorer cias-
ses. My friend introduced me into alitle
room about twenty by sixty feet. One-half
was occupied by low seats with no backs
Over these about a hundred children, from
three to six years of age, ware fumbling in
all sorts of gracelul and ungraceful motions,
and w:th little, or no restraint. Oune or
two, whom [ found were ou the hospital
lis, lay sleeping upon the floor, amid the
revel of their comrades. The teacher
clapped his hands, and they sprung into line
aloong their liitle benches, with a prompt-

ness worthy the future Piussian soldier.
A few dilatory ones were shown the use of
a short leather strap which the teacher
bore not in vain. Now came the music,
the grand foundation of all German sing-
ing. They went at it with a mind for the
work ; the voice had been bountifully pro-
vided by the Author of their nature. After

the singing they recited many basutiful

hymos and prayers. These, with the stories
told by the teacher, and illustrated by
numerous pictures huog round the wall,
form the exercises of a mental nature.

Most of the eight hours which the children

spend here is employed in play, of which a

careful teacher has oversight. T'he advan-

tages of such a school are so evident that

I shall not take the trouble to enumerate

them. Few parents, even the poorest, fail

to avail themselves of it, if for no other pur-
pose than as a nursery. Iew, if any,
would object to it, and they of that class
who fear 10 prepossess the young mind with
religious ideas,

The teacher of these schools is generally
an elderly man, whose chief qualification is
piety, which—not being much in demand

—is bought for about twelve dollars per

month.

each must disturb all the others when it is
necessary for him to change his place.
These two peculiarities are also in all the
universities 1 have visited, except here in
Heidelberg.

the letters, alone and combined, was taught
as with us. The teacher had excellent con-
trol of the pupils, who seemed to respond to
all bis wishes, even before he uttered them.
We passed graduslly up to the room of the
Principal, where we heard the first really-
scientific music. In all the rooms they
sing ; but there appeared to be no effort at
difficult pieces. The natural and simple
melodies of the country alone are used.
In this room, however, they have an in-
strument, and the music of the best authors
is very creditably performed. The voice—
the poblest tones from the organ whose keys
are set and tubes arranged by the Almighty
Architect—was far the most pleasing to me,
and I was glad 1o see by far the most em-
ployed in all depariments of these schools
Nearly one-fourth of the time is devoied to
this branch alone.

This grade is the people’s school. It is
only about one-tenth that ascend higher.
Here we are to look for that principle which
the education of a country nfuses into its
masses. There is no one more worthy of
note observable than that above-mentioned
—music. We have all heard the common
idea, '* Music superior to law.” Here,
then, we should find it exemplified. And I
do not hesitate to say, that the content with
which the Germans bear the beavy burdens,
social or political, laid upon them, is more
owing to the single element of music in the
Communal school that to the god Bacchus
and the whole assembly of lawyers and
kings combined. Whether the quiet dis-
position is, on the whole, the most admir-
able or profitable, I shall not pretend to
deiermine. Some republicans of my ac-
quainiance have often cursed it in their
hearts, if not with their lips.

REAL SCHOOL.

A friend gives me the etymology of real
from Latin res. It is, as [ have said, a
practical institation. There is not the dig-
nity of the Gymuaasium; butit isa great
social advance upward from the Communal
school It lifts the pupi!, and the tescher,
too, at once out of the mass, and places
them in the thinner ranks above. Here 1|
met the siudent in the laboratory not only
seeing the operations, but performing them
In the recitation-room flowers were scatter-
ed about the seats, rocks lay upon ihe floors,
and bones upon the tables. Every day 1
met the teachers on the street or in the
couatry, followed by loug, irregular trains
of pupils, with cylindrical tin vesaels swung
under the arm  From the vessels protruded
flawers or other of nature’s fresh produc.

swering such curious questions as only can
oceur to the opening mind. How many of
these umanswered have been gems lost to
the world forever ! This will give, perhaps,
as good an idea of the Real schuol as a
longer descripiion.  The recitations are
condacted somewhat as in our colleges,—
The mathematics ave, also, practically
taught, and the langusges with a great deal
more aitention 1o the living ones than with
us 10 America.

The Gymnasiums are seldom atiended by
any who do not design 10 obtain 8 univer-
sity education. It is, therefore, eminently
what the Eoglish meainiog of the word indi-
cates—a place for exercise. The effort is
not 1o do or acquire much ; but 10 do well,
aud daily acquire ability to do better. The
lowest teachers in these schools are required
to have a diploma from the University, and,
bes:des, pass a critical examinauion. The
posiiion of teacher 1a these schools is honor-
able, and they form a kind of aristocratic
section of this profession. 'There is a lack
of that cordiality bLetween the higher and
lower grades which we always see in our
country. I could bhardly say there is abso-
lute dishike; but there is, certainly, a great
want of respect in the teschers of a Gym-
nasium for those who labor in the lower
departments. ‘I'he reason, too, I think,
has an importsot bearing upon their rea'
quahification for the position they bu'd —
They were never teachers in 1he lower
schools. They were, by their parents’ cir-
cumstances, in @ manner born to the Gym-
nasium, and educated in contempt of the
posiious lower.  All geoersl romarks, it
will be remembered, are liable, however
true, to do ipjustice 1o individuals. You
will have my idea more accurately by mak-
ing that allowance which would not do in-
justice to your own nature under the same
circums=tances, =

A few remarks will conclude what 1s but
litde more than a definition of the subjects
introduced. It may coovey to some a more
distinct wdea of ihese schools than they had
previously.

The distinction | have given between the
two last—the practical and the disciplinary
—13 al=o much aguated in the American
discussion of the school question. Some
deem them irreconcilable. The majonty
prefer ihe former, and an honorable min-
ority lean toward the latter, Perhaps more
information will lead us to the Prussian
conclusion, that esch filis a place which
would be empty without 1t

The discussion of no subject is quite com-
plete, 1o our American unotions, ull *“ what
it cosis” and ““ huw 1t pays” are fully treat-
ed. I have slready given some idea ol both
but will make 1t a Little more definite.

In general terms, it costs the parent very
litile, eud pays the teacher very hinle. The
former can scarcely ba made more definite,
s'nce it varies not only with the propeity of
the sender, but, also, with the grade, age,
local position, and endowment of the school.
It wili be sufficient 1o say, the lowest is al-
mosi nothing, the highest far less than the
actual expense. With respect to the com-
pensation of teachers, it will he well to
recollect that they sare all men; that they
are required to be the better class of men;
and further, (hat most must have high, and
very many uuusually high literary qualifica-
tions, 2ad then they must live and support
a respectable position in a city of half a mil-
lion inbabitauts.

The Principal of a Communal school re-
ceives from four to six hundred dollars per
year ; the uander teachers from two to three
bundred. They teach nearly eleven months,
and seldom have any other meaus of living.
In the Real school the highest is about
seven hundred; the lower four or five; the
time taught, ten months. The Gymoasium,
which is neerer to the grade of our Ameri-
can colleges thau to that of our high schools
18 considered a profitable as well ss honol:
oble position for a teacher. The Principal
has from eight to ten hundred; the ohers
from five to seven. By most, who are well
acquainted w.th these schools, the above
statements will be thought 1o exceed the
actual compeusation; but while I have ad-
hered pretty closely to the facts, in trans-
lating into Awerican currency, I have pre-
ferred 1o err, if at all, on that side which
my readers would be likely 10 think exag-
gerated.
