Both of the college teams will
come into Varsity Gym with repu-
tations. The Griffons finished
second in the country’s college

ranks last season, helped by former -

Golden Bear and present Victoria
Viking Kevin Ottewell. The Ooks
are tied for the top team in the
ACAC and sport some fine ath-
letes, like Dexter Amour, who
starred with Golden Bear Ed
Joseph in high school ball with
LaZerte.

"They’ve got some good ath-
letes,” Horwood said, "they have
a strong perimeter game but I
don’t think they will be as strong
as we are on the boards.

”"Grant MacEwen has five or
six-good players but don’t have as
strong-of a bench as we do.”

Horwood set up the games also
to keep his players in tune during
the month of December. The
Bears last game was on November
26 against Lethbridge, and their
next competition would have been
on December 28, when they host
the Victoria Vikings.

“We need to have games at
that time,” Horwood said, "it’s
hard to bring teams here because
it's during exams. It just happened
that both of these teams were
available.”

The NAIT game is on Friday,
while the Griffons invade on
Saturday. Both games start at
7:30 pm at Varsity Gym. :
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
