Heavy Metal,the magazine
of fantasy and science fiction,
has undergone its second for-
mat change in the space of a
few months. Beginning in
January of 1986, the magazine
will adopt a quarterly frequen-
cy, a higher cover price and
will be square bound with at
least 112 pages per issue. The
contents of the magazine will
also see a substantial alteration
at that point in that all text
features will be dropped and
emphasis will be on presenting
complete stories rather than
serial episodes.

The new format will closely
resemble the HM special edi-

tions that have been released
on an irregular basis, the most
recent being “Bride of Heavy
Metal”. The binding will be
perfect, and the cost will be in
the neighbourhood of $3.95.

In “Fantastic Four” No.
288, due out in late November,
Doctor Doom’s participation
in the first Secret Wars is ex-
plained. In that issue, Joe
Sinott will ink John Byrne’s
pencils. Byrne also writes the
series.

The American Friends Ser-
vice Committee was chosen to
receive the proceeds that the
X-Men benefit special, “Heroes
for Hope” generated.
