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z * executive council of the Inter­
national Students Association (ISA) 
approved by the members of the 
executive council.

During the year 1977 / 78 ISA has 
done its best to represent the 
foreign students’ position on the 
issues affecting them. In cooper­
ation with the Student Union and 
the Dalhousie Association of Grad­
uate Students a position paper has 
been presented to the MSI author­
ities on medical insurance coverage 
for foreign students. The issue of 
differential fees has also. been 
discussed with a number of "people 
in a position to influence it 
including student council members.

Favourable reaction on both the 
above issues is being expected. 
MSI can be obtained after eleven 
months’ stay in Nova Scotia, now. 
However, we are still continuing 
negotiations to decrease this period 
and also to change some conditions 
in favour of us.

The new immigration laws pre­
vent the foreign students from 
working in Canada. These laws are 
made by the federal government 
and will be enforced despite strong 
protests by ISA.

Present executive council mem­
bers have organized many success­
ful activities to improve the good­
will and understanding among the 
international students themselves 
and also between the international 
students and Canadians. For the 
first time an International. Variety 
Show was started on CKDU. 
Popular and folk music from all over 
the world was played on this 
program.

Six receptions and social gather­
ings attended by an average of more 
than 100 persons were organized 
during the year. The highly success­
ful annual function ‘A Global Affair’ 
was attended by over 400 persons.

During Christmas, all interested 
international students were assisted 
in getting invitations from local 
families for Christmas dinner.

ISA plans to continue its activi­
ties during summer. During this
