ENCLOSURE 2 IN No. 47

On April 4th, A.D. 1924.
That Whereas there is and has been for some time past, but without 

any legal authority for so doing, a diversion and abstraction at Chicago 
of 10,000 cubic feet per second flow of waters out of the boundary waters 
between Canada and the United States, commonly known as the Great 
Lakes System, and into another watershed into which said waters do not 
belong;

And Whereas such diversion and abstraction is contrary to the inter­
national treaty respecting boundary waters entered into between Canada 
and the United States, and the Canadian Government has been protest­
ing and is protesting against such diversion for some time past to the 
Government of the United States;

And Whereas the Province of Ontario, which is bounded on the south 
by the Great Lakes System, is vitally affected by any diversion from the 
said lakes of any body of water, both because of its effect on navigation 
in the Great Lakes and the St. Lawrence River, and also because of the 
hydro-electric energy that could be developed from such water, viz., 
500,000 horse-power, in the Niagara and the St. Lawrence Rivers; There­
fore,

Be it Resolved, That the Legislature of the Province of Ontario in 
Session assembled respectfully urge upon the Government of the 
Dominion of Canada to use every means within its power with the United 
States of America to restrain the City of Chicago from such illegal and 
improper diversion of water from the international waters in which Can­
ada and particularly the Province of Ontario are so vitally interested.

And this Legislature also recommends that the Government of Can­
ada should request the Government of the United States to take and 
exercise control of the works which permit of any diversion at Chicago 
instead of allowing same to be under the jurisdiction of one interested 
party only.

Mr Lord,—I have the honour to acknowledge the receipt of Your 
Excellency’s despatch No. 41 of the 6th of February1 regarding the 
Canadian representation on the International Joint Commission consti­
tuted under Article 7 of the Boundary Waters Treaty with the United 
States of the 11th of January, 1909, and to request you to convey to your 
Ministers an assurance that His Majesty the King will be advised to issue 
a Commission carrying out the wishes of your Government^ as to any 
change in the Canadian personnel of the International Joint Commission.

2. It is not stated in your despatch whether the contemplated change 
in personnel arises out of a proposed resignation ; but it will be under­
stood that if a new Commission is issued, the existing Commission would 
thereby be cancelled.
