Imagine Greoat Britalin
modilizing as she is doinz today, and calling on practically
everyons who c&n bear arms at all, tellisz us she does not
want our men. I have information to the affect that Mr. King
ha: been making every effort to get statements of t his kind
from the British Govermment, and, as you can gquite r-edils
understand, they will strain every effort to say shat Camda
wants them to say, if they cen o so honestly and without danger.
They will go almost any length to avold a &ifference of view
with Camda, or a rov of any kind, I am confident, though,
they will never be able tp produee anything in mting from
the British Covernmment to the effeot that they &o uot want men,
for such a thing would be such obvicus mendacity that common-
