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7. Subjects to which consideration should be given are
(a) financial arrangements ;
(b) economic controls in postwar period;
(c) unemployment assistance, children*s allowances, 

contributory old age pensions and health insurances ;
if the time seemed right the conference might also consider

(d) treaty implementing power;
(e) method of amending the constitution;
(f) delegation of specific powers by the provinces 

and the Dominion by agreement ;
(g) labour legislation, control of production and prices, 

federal works, housing, etc.
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
