A.—Description and position of instruments and material with which the aircraft must be equipped 
and which must be in perfect working order:

Altimeter

B.—Equipment essential for preventing or dealing with fire whilst in flight:

Fire Extinguisher

C.—Equipment essential for rendering first aid in case of accident:

First Aid Kit

Safety belt for each occupant

Certificates of Airworthiness for landplanes are valid only for flights over land or within eliding 
distance of land in the event of engine failure or, in the case of multi-motored landplanes, the failure of 
any one engine.
