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a new pumping station, a 100,000 gallon
reservoir and larger water mains. The
water is taken from the Beaudet river
at a point known as the height of land
where it is the purest. In addition the
water is filtered, It has five hose houses
at five different points, in each of which
is stationed a hydrant with 300 feet of
215 inch hose and a reel with 150 feet
of hose each, which are attached in casc
of fire to the nearest hydrant of which
there are fifty-nine in number,

TAXES,

The town’s taxable property in
1912 amounted to $1,512,805. Its non
taxable is valued at $516,200, in addition
to which $187,300 is exempted from tax-
ation.

The rate of taxation is four mills on
the dollar, and in 1912 netted $5,302.02
The business tax is one eighth of one per
cent on the amount of stock carried. The
revenue from water and business taxes,
hotel and liquor licenses, and revenue
from other sources give the town an an
nual income nearly $22,000, from which
it pays the sum of $11,954 yearly on its
bonded debt of $153,775.
