Translated for the CATHOLIC RECor D,
CHRINTMAS IN THE EARLY DAYS

OF NEW FRANCE.

(1645 1646.)

Under this title Dr. H. E. Dionne has
published the following interesting srticle
tn the Courier du Canada :
In the early days of the ¢ slovy midvight
raass was celebrated with all the solemuity
end grandeur which was possible in the
bumble roum lent by the “Cowpany of
Hundred  Assoclates,” and  which ~ the
Jesuit Fathers veed as parish church gipce
the chapel of Our Lady of Deliverance
was burned, in 1640, The Fathers resided
lu the sawme buiiding, which was situated
near ihe site of the present Engiieh Cath
edral. In 1645 there were only three
Jesuits in Quebee, Fathers Jeroma Lale.
mant (superior) and Vimont and Dende
mare, with three brothers, Liegeots, Cauvet
and Feaute,
Father Lalemant had jast returned from
Huron country, where he had been labor
ing since 1638, and he immedistely com.
menced the celebrated Journal des Jesuats,
which contsiue so many cuiious axd in.
teresting details on the religious feusts of
these good old times,
Although the Journal, properly peak.
ing, beglins in October, 1645, be Father
Supericr bavirg airiyed the prezeding
month, yet we fiud eome notes, sun maris-
ing the principsl events of the moutha of
August and September, and from ste 15th
October Father Jeroms records in this
jourcal, almost dafly, items of Inteliigence
—the most precious—on the begianings
of the French colony In New France.
The report of the ceremonies of Christ-
mas, 1645, are particularly interesting, as
we may judge from the followlng extract ;
“The fizet bell for midoight Mess rang
at 11 o’clock, the second a little befi re the
balf hour, snd then they sang the hymps:
Venez Mon Dieu and Chantons Noe,etc. Mr,
De 1a Ferte sang the bass, end St. Martin
played the violin : they had also a Ger-
man flate, which, however, wae not In tune
when it raached the church, We finlshed
the hy mos little before midnight, and then
chanted the T¢ Deum. Bhortly afterwards
& cannon was fired to announce midnight
and the Mass (ommenced. “Blessed
Bread” was offered as the priest was open-
{ng the miseal . , ,
“The Governor had ordered that several
cannons be fired off at the elevation upon
8 signal to be given by the brother sacels-
tan, but the latter forgot all about it, and
they were not fired, Tie congregation
received communion at the end of the
High Mass, after which a low one was
sald,
“Four candles in small iron candlesticks
were auffictent for the church, and there
were two large kettles filled with fire to
heat it: these had been lighted shortly
before on the platform. Orders were
given to have these kettles removed after
Mass, but this having been neglected, the
floor under one of them, in Which there
was but little ashes, took fire, Fortunately,
dirigente Domino, the fire did not make ite
appearance uniil about five o’clock in the
morning, and as it was over the refectory
and kiichen, where Kather Goutier, the
cook, then was, he lmmediately went up
and without anv noise put it out.
“The grand Mass of the day was sung
at eight o'clock and before and after, two
priests said their three Masses, At Vespera
they chanted come psalms,”
This was all for 1645  In the afternoon
there was henediction at the Uzsulines and
the Hotel Dieu,
The following year (1646) the weather
was 80 mild that it was not necessary to
heat the chapel : and they did not forget
to fire off the five cannons at the elevation
of the midnight Mass
At the m'doight Mass of the year 1647
there were three offerings of “Blessed
Bread,” from the Ironmongers, the surgeons
and the bakers. Benedlction ss usual was
given at the Hotel Dleu and Ursulines,
The midnight mass of 1648 was more
golemn than usual. Father Lalemant
describes 1t as follows :
“Midoight mass was preceeded by
Matine, which were eald, for the firet time,
and esid well, There was a great crowd;
the whole church was filled up from the
commencement of the Matirs, which was
at ten o’clock, The last bell was uog a
quarter of au hour before, and they fin-
tshed the oflice also a quarter before mid.
night.  This quarter hour was happlly
filled up by a hittle office, which aithongh

Ou the 24'h December, 1660, the new
parish church, begun three years previ-
ously, was biessed. The Relations of
1650 54 yeports that “the large church of
‘Quebec, wglch they commenced to build
three years sgo ls not yet finished; never-
theless on Christuas they began to have
services there with & regularity and
grandenr which belped devotion.” Oa
that dey Father Poncet eaid the first
maes fu this new temple, which was not
completed until 1657, The Journal dces
Dot give any purticulars about the ccle-
but&m of the feast this year, It merely
tells us that Father Poucet sald widnight
mase o the new church, Father Mercier
ot the old one of the “Hundred Asso.
ciater,” and Father Ls Place at the Gen
eral Hoapltal,

From 1650 to 1657 there are no details
about the celebration of Caristmas ; but
in the Iatter year the Journal agaln re.
sumes the subject.

1657, “The Fatber Superlor sald the
midnight Mass : it was & musical mass of
no great account. They forgot to slng
the Te Deum at the beginning. Oar
church was filled with people and there
were mavy communicants, The Algon-
quin Indians were present. The Hurons
beard mase at the General Hospital, which
was sald by Father Mercier, Father
Pijar sald mass at the Ursulines, We hed
the first bell rung at 11 o’clock, the eecond
8t 1130 and the last at 1145 The
Church was full of lights, well pluced and
Was very warm, as well on acconut of the
mildness of the weather as of the fire which
bad been made.”

1658, “Midpight Masss was sald in the
parieh church with great solemnity, The
was church not very cold, although the
wenther was severe,”’

1659. On Chbristmas day I (Father
Jerome Lalemant) said two Musses at
midnight, at which our brothers and the
Indians received Holy Communion His
Lordship the Bishop (De Laval, who bad
arrived in Quebec a few months pre-
viousls ) afterwards said two masses, and
et the same time Father Chatelan said
his three masses at the little aliar. i 8
“There were only three confessors at
the parish church, the Bishop, Fathers
Chatelain and Pijar, who had enough to
orcupy them until the hour of Laudes,
Futber Dablon and I assisted in the
cholr, durivg the Matins, until about 11 30,
when they came to call us to esy the
wldnight mass, myself in our own chapel
aud Father Dablon at the Ursulines Mons,
de Obarmy was at the General Hoepital at
night and Father Chanmonot in the
morping.  Father Ragneneau, was at
Beauport and Father Mercler at Beaupre.”
The Journal of 1662 reports a litile In.
cident which shows how necessary gobriety
is to eingers,

“Thete was a very urpleasant occure
rence with respect to fupplyivg driak to
the sfugers or boys of our seminary, [
had ordered to them besides their beer a
pot of wine on Christmas eve, aud during
the day the churchwardeus had given
them more without our kunowledge, This
resulted in Amador taklug & severe co'd
which prevented him from einging in
future, and the other musici ang, Francois
d’Arger, etc,, snffered in a elmilar man
ner,”

The Amader referred to by Father
Lalemant wss Awador Martin, a student
of the Jesuit’s College, where his bosrd
was paid by the parish. There were
four boys erjoying this privilege in 1659,
Martin, Morin, St. Mertin, Vernon or
Poupau, Morin and Martin were the
two lirst Canadian priests.

From 1660 to 1668, when the Journal of
the Jesuits ends, it gives but few particu-
lars about the feast of Christmas,

for the Holy Sacrament, were in pain and
distrees ; one of them, slas! like the
“boly 1nvocente,” hed been snddenly
olain, This dreadful chinge was the
result of a cylone, which burst suddenly
forth in this part of the country on the
G'h fnet. (June) about noon. By it the
church was completely biown down, and
children were buried in the ruics, but
providentially destroying only cne life.
The parish was In & few micutes turned
from ita proaperity into desolstion snd
mourniug The pirishioners regard the
ecenein a etate of eorrow end helpleseness,
es secular property bas been destroyed
88 well as saored House aud barns
having been torn down, the parishioners
find themselves too poor to rebuild
another church, whilst rebuilding their
own houses and outbuildings. We are
publishing these sad circumstances in
order that other parishes who are enjoy-
iog continued prosperity may sppreciate
tteir blessings, and thac their gratitude
may be expressed by acts of chanty
tow.rds thbose whom God has direly
visited.
