their lives to-day when a mimic 
war in the air suddenly turned into 
a tragedy by the accidental ripping 
of the airship by a biplane, while 
both were flying at a great height 
during the Austrian army man­
oeuvres.

tbv long Parliamentary struggle over 
t Irish question will be entered up­
on this week, when the Lords will 
hear tire Government’s proposals for 
amending the Home Rule Bill.

On Tuesday, Lord Crewe, leader of 
the Government in the Upper House, 
Will introduce the amending bill, and 
afVT Lord Lansdowne’s reply the de­
lta te will probably be adjourned.

Lloyd George Speaks
Speculation regarding the proposals 

of |he Amending Bill have been met 
to soine1 extent by Lloyd George’s .de­
claration at Saturday's demonstration 
in South London. The Chancellor 
stated the proposal would be that 
every catXnty of Ulster should have 
the option of voting itself out of the 
operation of the Home Rule Bill, un­
til two general elections have passed.

This differs but little from the offer 
made on March 9th by Asquith, of the 
exclusion of any county of Ulster by 
vote for a period of six years, since 
the average life of a Parliament is 
now about four years.

Are Conciliatory

Quebec, June 21.—The announce­
ment by Jacob Saxe, third officer of 
the collier Storstad, that though he 
knew it was wrong to change a ship’s 
course in a fog, without orders, yet 
he put the helm of the vessel hard-a- 
port just before the collision with 
the Empress, roused intense interest 
in Saturday morning’s session. '

Saxe followed his surprising state­
ment by saying he did not think that 
his action had caused the collision 
and explained that the helm was put 
hard-a-port by him to try and offset 
the effects of the current on his ves­
sel. He also contended that the ship 
did not change her course, because 
she had lost steerage way, and he 
put the helm hard-a-port, when the ^ 
order of the first mate to port the 
helm a little had no effect..

Drew Many Questions
Saxe’s statement drew a number of 

searching questions from Lord Mer­
sey, and Aspinall, K.C., while Haight 
of New York, acting for the Stor- 
stad’s owners, immediately they had 
finished their probe, jumped up and 
got a clear cut explanation from the 
witness.

Ludwig Fiemmerlid, the look-out, 
said that when the ships came to­
gether he was standing on the fore­
castle watching, when the* Empress 
loomed suddenly in the fog about a 
ship’s length ahead. She wras cross­
ing the bow of the collier. He stuck 
to his post until he saw the vessels 
about 10 feet apart, when he ran 
back from the bow to the hatch.

Sawr Lights First
The first he saw’ of the passing 

ship was when he masthead lights ‘ 
w ere discerned ; then the rail light 
was seen on the port bow. That was 
in sight for five or six minutes. He 
thought it was still showing when, 
the fog dropped, and shut in the ^ 
liner. His next glimpse of the ’ ves­
sel was when she came out of the 
fog across the head of the collier, 
with lights shining through the cas­
ing port holes.

At 4 a.m., after the smash, he 
picked up cabin plate No. 328 on 
the deck of the Storstad. This was 
about four feet from the stern al­
most half w’ay between portfand star­
board. The plate was filed as an ex­
hibit, because it served to prove that 
the ships came together near the . 
forward funnel of the Empress.

From the big ship he heard three 
blasts. The, first w as a long one, 
then eame two or three short blasts, 
and the third time three long blasts- 
As far as the Storstad was concerned 
lie could give no information about "*s\ 
the whistles, as he was busy with the 
Empress.

from Hillscrest says that all rescue 
work has been abandoned, owing to 
an outbreak of fire in shaft No. 1. 
Some sixty bodies have so far been 
recovered. It has been ascertained 
that 219 were in the mine at the time 
of the explosion. Fifty of these went 
into the north workings of the mine, 
which divided into two parts. Of this 
number forty came out alive.

The force of the explosion was in 
the south workings, where over one 
hundred are still entombed, through 
a cave in. Hope of their being alive 
is given up. The shock of the ex­
plosion was so severe that both the 
north and south entrances, two miles 
away from the occurrence,# together 
with the roof of the engine house out­
side the south etnrauce, were shat­
tered.
