Take & tenb, the army wall tent
is the most comfortable, and enjoy yourself,
The guide book will tell you, as it told us,
lthat a tent is unnecsssary; that ** the
author and bis friends have camped in the
Adirondacks, sleeping in the open air
every night, for,” I forget whether i) was
three months or three years, and never felt
a dzop of rain. Well, maybe that is true.
We,oaught about five weeks cf rain in the
month of Juue, but then this was an un-
usually rainy June. You had beiter take &
tent. There may bosome more rare Junes
whore this one ocame from.

SPURIOUS ANFIQUES,

The vounterfeits so Well Done as Even
to Deceive Experts.

The modern need take less paina than
the ancient imipstor, says the London
Standard. He caters for » more ignorant
olientele, and is, besides, leas conocerned
with objeots of raal g2t than with fashion-
able ouriositiss. The ficld of ard, and
bibliography is pretty well exploited, but
almost everybody has a colleotion of one
kind or another, and as there are very few
experts amcpg many would-be virtuosi,
the forger of antiques drives as thriviog a
trade as ever. Nowhere is the ocollestor
safe. Medale, mummies, postage stamps,
Judean shekels, pentateuchs, autogeaphs,
manueoripts, plate—in which old marks
are * leb into’ new work—and furniture,
all are imitated. Ivory oarvirgs are com-
monly fabricated, and; as the purohacers ot
thece articles are not very numercus, the
shams require to be executed with o ekill
which might d<oeive even the exp:riezocd.
Tho period chosen for imitation is corm-
monly the Oarlovivgianp, or a little earlier—
mainly, Mr. Mackell tells us, because ths
gevuiue pieces being olten coerse and rude
1u style, the forgeries are moat eaeily exe-
cuted. Cocunterfoits of coneular diptychs
Lave bzen frcquenily made, snd one Enowx
as the * diptychon leodiense ” wae, uutil a
f:w years ago, ¢ xhivited in the Masee de la
Hozto de Hal at Brussels.

The Bea!gian Government bad paid £800
for 1t, though, bavicg been exeouted; Lov
trom the originel leaves, but from an en-
graviog ic Wilthem's woik, Mr. Franks
had little diffioulty in dsteoding the impo-
siticn. There is no guarantee that an
objeot i geruine simply b:zoause ib is
bought ia the oountry to which it naturally
belongs. Half of the Toledo blades are
forged in Sheffield, and many of the brass
trays chiseled in relief, which sre a speci-
alty of Moroceo, are imported from Bum.

& harvest out of many of them. There is
po placoin the world where the travelier
intet on garnering Bouvenirs must bs
more wary than at Malts, when he is
offered ‘ real Maltese lace,” or whore he
cughb more obstinately to harden his heart
then at Gibraltar, when a Spanish ‘' man-
tilla” is for gale at the water port. Ac-
cordiugly, the wisest plan for prudent men,
unless, indesd, they are experts or have
purses long enough to pay for their fre.
queny mistakes, is to esohew all euch peril-
ous iavestments. If they buy on their
travels, they had better kuy modern work.
In Lisbon they cacnob go far wrong with
the bizarre Portuguese majolios, instead of
courting repentacce by seeking after
Hispano-Moraiqus vases. In Bmyroa
they are likely to get the worth of their
meney in Rhodian crockery, albeit this is
copied in Paris ; and in Tokio they are far
more certain to get Sstsuma baked last
yeur than ware of more ancient date. The
filugree of Malta also is gecuine crougzh,
aud without much dicorimination a wan
may obtiia Banarcs brass ia the holy oity
of the Gauges. Bat, after all, he oan do
bstter in Liondon.

This locomotive is exproted (0 make an
average speed of from geventy-two to
seventy eight miles per hour. The coaches
are pequhnr, in that they are oarried inside
iron girders, while the wheels run under
the ocentre of the longitudinal seats. Two
axles, sixteen feet apart, support, through
elliptio springs mounted upon the oil-boxes,
theee longitudinal girders, which have ends
ourviog toward the ground. Each girder
oarries three other elliptic springs, from
which is suspended, by means of iron
rods, the lower frame on which the body of
the oar is supported. The coach is separ-
ated into two storeye, the lower of which
is made in three pendent seotions, with
doors, whioh may be used as baggsge
rooms, eto. Above is a eingle compartmen
with central passage-way, reached by stair-
ways at each end of the coach, and com-
munioating with the other portion of the
train by hinged platform3. The result of
the trial of this new locomotive will be
watohed with great interest.
