Monza, Aug. 4 — King Victor Em-
manuel III. has addressed the follow-
ing proclamation to the Italian peo-
ple: =

“The second king of Italy is dead.
Escaping, thanks to 'his valor as a
soldier, the aanger of battle and de-
parting wunliarmed, thanks to Provi-
zdence, from the risks he confronted
80 courageously to end-public calam+
ities, this good and virtuous king feit
a vigtim to atrocious crime while with
easy conacience and without fear of
danger he was participating in the
joys of his people at their fetes”

“It was not permitted to me to be
present -at the last breath of my fath-
er; but I understand my fifst duty
to be to follow the counsels he left
me and to imitate the virtues of the
king and first citizen of Italy.

“In this moment of profound sad-
ness I have to aid me the strength
which comes from the examples of my
august father and of that greal king
who deserves
of .his country.’” I have also as a sup-
port ‘the strength which reomes from
the love and devotion of the ltalian
people for the king whom they ven-
erate and weep for. {

“There remain to us the institutions
which he loyally preserved, and which
he attempted to render permanent
during the 22 years of his reign. These
