The death occurred at Hantsport
on Oct. 4th of Rev. Silas Tertius
Rand, D.D,, LL. D, D. C. L. He
was born in Cornwallis ou May 18th,
1810, He was therefore in his eight-
ieth year at the time of his death. He
was ordained to the work of the min-
istry in conncetien with. the Baptist
denomination in 1834. He was pastor
of the churches at Parreboro, Liverpool,
Windsor, and Charlottetown. For
many years he was engaged in the
work of translating the Seriptures into
Micmac and in missionary work among
the Indians of that tribe. He also
wrote a number of books, translations,
poems, and text-books. He became
widely known abroad as well as in his
native Province, We krow of no
living Nova Scotia writer who has won
so much distinction as the vengrable
man just deceased. His nhilig, at-
tainments, and services were recog-
vized by Acadia College, King's Col-
lege and Queens College in the graut-
ing ot degrees of D. D,, D. C. L., and
L.L.D. His education was obtain-
ed mainly by his own private study, a
ghort time only being spent in the
schools. His diligence, ability and
determination enabled Lim to succeed
where most would have failed, He
has placed scholarship ‘(undur lasting
obligation by his work on the Micmac
language. He will be honored as a

faithful, persistent worker on behalf

of a weak and almost hopeless race.
His life was a noble one.

Our Fisheries.

Few people have any idea of the vast
extent and enormous wealth of our
fisheries. Comprising the coasts of Nova
Scotia, New Brunswick, P, F, Island
and the island of Newfoundland and its
“Grand Banks,” the richest fishing
grounds in the world, in all about 3,500
miles of sca coast, their value and immen-
sity is incalcuable. Our fisheries bhave
been made of national interest by the re-
cent fishery dispute and Canadians are be-
ginning to realize what vast possessions
they havein them and are ready to protect
their rights from foreign infringements,
A brief glance at these fisheries and their
history may be of interest at this time,
When Cabot first crossed the Atlantic
and beheld these shores, the whole north-
west coast of America he christened
Newfoundland. Since those days its
fisheries have been famous the world
over. The name Newfoundland no longer
applies to the whole east coast of Canada,
but is now restricted to the island
bearing that name. When this daring
sailor returned to England he reported
the marvellous quantity of fish and
English, French, Spanish and Portugue®
fitted out vessele and sailed for the new
fishing grounds, From the discovery
of Newfoundland, in 1497, to 1517—a
