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Sir A, J. Smith and Hon. Mr.
Landry.

Th closing proceedings at nomi-

* tion were marked by a “little on-
pleasantness ” betwoeen the above
gentlemen. Hon, Mr. Landry felt
aggrieved because Sir A. J. Smith
had been steadily characterizing
him as guilty of ingratitude,
treachery, &ec., and naturally
enough took the first occasion to
vindicate himself before the public.
We do not know—nor is it im-
portant to know the merits of
the. disputes  between these
gentlemep—but it must be evident
to any one possessing a knowledge
of the elections run by Sir A. J.
Smith between 1852 and 1874, that
ho was sustained in powor between
these periods by the solid phalanx
of votes given him by the late
Amand Landry; - At every
election he was defeated in. the
English parishes. Mr. Landry was
a most ingenuous and upright man;
no money could corrupt him; no
artifice could seduce him, and his
steadfast support prevented Sir A. J.
Smith being ‘ retired” again and
again from public life.
preper that Sir Albert should re-
quite such extraorainary services,
by at least some attention to his
son, Pierre A. Landry, without
any ulterior motives of benefitting
himself thereby.” And when Mr,
P. A. Landry was called upon to
discharge the dutics of leader of the
French, it is absurd to suppose he
was bound to Sir Albert by his
father’s ties, or if so united, that he
coald bind the French naticnalty to
the Smith party. Not at all. = The
French people have learned to think
and act for themselves. They arc
oducated and ably led. They are
not hide-bound to the traditions
and struggles of the past; they.
have aspirations and hopes of their

own for tho future, and are
thorougly  progressive and in
sympathy with the movements

of the times. If Mr. Landry had
ventured to impose on the French
people the old slow Obstructive
policy, popular twenty years ago,
for the purpose of linking them
with Sir A. J. Smith, he would
have bee: quietly discarded and a
moro advanced leader selected. In
allying shimsolf with the party of
Progress—the party that has given
Confedoration, Railways, the North-
West and the N. ., to the country—
he is simply moving onward with
his own people to better and
higher conJ)i(ions. Hence, Sir A.
J. Smith is entirely ignoragt of the
general movement of the times—
the spirit of the age—when he
imagines that the wide-spread feel-
ing amongst tho French, in favor ot
the policy of the Governmeont, is
owing to Mr. Landry’s -¢ingrati§
tude.” That is the acme of childish-
ness,

The B;E(;rdonk Contract,

“The names only are true, fancy
“has supplied the rest,” said & humorous
writer in regard to his little story. The
sage applies to Sir Albert’s version
of the Onderdbnk affair. The debates,
to which probably Sir Albert did not
listen and which, of course, he has
not read, reveal the facts, which are

these: There was a piece of work
to do. Tenders were asked for the
work., Fourteen were received.

Every tenderer was asked to give the
rates for doing every part of the job.
So much per yard for rock cutting,
80 much for fencing, so much clearing,
&e. 'When the tenders were opened

“ the schedule rates of Onderdonk were
far  the  lowest, but McDonald &
Charlebois was the lowest lump sum,
Mr. Mackenzie has made a regulation
that all tenders were to be accompanied
by a cash deposit. A cheque marked
“wood” by a bank is held to be the
same as cash. The cheque in this
case was to be for $20,000. The
tender was opened and McDonald &
Charlebois werce: found to have de-
posited a cheque which was not so
warked. Tt was marked *‘good for
two days only,” and the time had
gone by. So there was no cheque
and McDonald & Charlebois had
nothing to complain of.

Mr. Blake himself said: TuE
CIRCUMSTANCE THAT THE CHEQUE IS
LIMITED TO TWO DAYS RENDER IT POS-
s1BLE THAT McDoNALD & CHARLEBOIS
MIGHT WITHDRAW THEIR BALANCE AND
IF THEIR BALANCE WAS WITHDRAWN IT
RELIEVED THE BANK OF THEIR LIABILI-
TIES FOR THE CHEQUE.”

Now, did the country lose anything ?
The rejected tender was lower in the
Iump sum than the one accepted. But
mark : 1t was $1,242,740 lower than
the schedule price fixed” by - Mac-
Donald and Charlebois, They said
that the cost of the work would be
over three millions and a half, but at
the same time offered to do it for two
and a quarter. This looked suspicious,
especially in view of the fact that the
Government is supposed to pay as the
work goes on, according to schedule
rates.  But MacDonald and Charlebois
were not unknown to the Government.
The firm had once before taken a
contract in British Columbia. They
had deposited cheques there as se-
curity for two contracts, which cheques
were for over $200,000. It was found
afterwards that they had not a cent in
the Bank to meet the cheque. So
much for their financial status, The
capacity of the firm for carrying on
work may be judged by the fact that
they once took a contract to do an
$800,000 job in less than two years,
and during the first year and part of
the next, managed to do about $20,000
worth of work. It would haye been
a piece of criminal negligence for Sir
Charles Tupper in view of the fact
that it was mecessary that this work
should be done early, to have given
the work to Charlebois.

Sir Albert makes a great talk about
this matter, but his wiser leader, Mr.
Blake, carefully abstains from any
mention of it, in his canvass,

SPEECHES OF THE CANDIDATES |

The weather on Tuesday could
not have been more fitting for the
occasion had it been made to order.
Special and regular trains brought
in many persons from all parts of

the county, and-the street was
lined with carriages.
The present system of nominating

candidates by filing papers takes
away the dramatio. -effect trom
that part of the performance.

Josiah Weod, Esq., was nominated
by Walter Cahill, Esq., Hon. Edwin
Botsford, Christopher Milner, Esq.,
Paul R. Moore, M. D., uben
Chase, Esq., Amos Ogden, Wm.
Morice, W. J. M, Hanington, Chas.
A. Holstead, John L. Harris, C. H.
Gallant, A. J. Babin, and 250 others.
Sir Albert J. Smith was nomin-
ated by Joseph Hickman, Rufus
Cole, DeMill Buck, Jos. B. Peck,
Timothy Savage, Reuben Wood,
Thomas Pickard, Capt. Wm. Milner,
A. W. D. Knapp, Hugh Davidson,
and several others.
At 2 o’clock the Sheriff announced
that Albert J. Smith, Knight,
Barrister and Attorney, and Josiah
Wood, merchant, were nominated
nﬁd that a ;’)Ic‘)]l would be opened on
the 20th. Then the meeting was
given over to the people and the
candidates. Sir Albert Smith took
the platform first, amid enthusiastic
cheers from his friends.

SIR A. J. SMITH'S SPEEGH

was much the same as his Baie
Verte speech, his Midgic speech
and his Shediac speech. He dis-
cussed the same subjects and natural-
ly fell into the same style and
language. Sir Albert cannot be ac
cused of inconsistency in regard to

Y4 varying his language during this

campaign in his discussion of Onder-
donk and the Syndicate, or of the
travelling expenses of ministers.
He referred with complacency to
his long service.of bis country, and
waxed somewhat pathetic as he
asked if he was not to be continucd
a little longer, He was indignant
at the cruelty of the Government in
bringing on elections at this busy
season, a year earlier than was
necessary. (Uproarous cheers from
Timothy Savage, who partly was in
favor of Sir A. ¢ And partly he was
drunk.”)

He had reason to complain of
his old friend Mr. Wood, who after
presiding last fall at a meeting
where he (Smith) spoke, had taken
the field against him. Ho admitted
Wood’s right to change his mind but
complained because Wood had not
informed him of his reasons for the
change. (Timothy Savage, * Ile
has none to give.” .

The Pacific Railway Syndicate
was a piece of iniquity without
arallel. (Hearty response from
fr. Savage.) Sir Albert then pro-
coeded to add up the various sums
given to the Syndicate. He as
usual asserted that all the property
of the Syndicate was free from
taxation forever, Sir Albert’s
forever is just two-thirds as long as
he hss represonted Westmorland,
viz.: 20 years. The worthy speak-
er by counting the same items two
or threo” times over succeeded in
getting startling results. Ho dwelt
at considerable Iength on the Onder-
donk matter and the Murray and
Oakes case. Sir Leonard Tilley
had come to Moncton and had toid
the people what to do. What right
had Tilley to dictate the people of
Moncton?  He had not a dollar in-
vested there!

Sir Albert then attacked Sheriff
Chapman,  charging that the
Sheriff’s son had told some stories
about him (Smith,) He (Smith)
was oxcessively hounded down.
The Times. had circuiated vile
slanders and vituperated him.

Sir  Albert then went into a

lengthy discussion of what he

had done for Moncton, in
which discussion he was ably
agsisted by responsive remarks

from Messrs. Savage aad Dixen
Goodwin. e would not put money
in the sugar refinery. That con-
cern paid too bigh dividends., He
had advised his friends to subscribe,
however. These concerns would
pay 40 per cent. profit. Waus thst
right? Mr. Savage intimated that
he thought not and Sir Albert made
a remark aside to him, to the effect
that he” had betler “stop, stop.”
He did not stop, hopwever, and the
Transcript got thé benefit of the
rest of the dialogue.

Sir Albert spoke next of the
prospects of the Moncton industries.
If the present Government were
sustained the N. P. was all right
and the factory men could set their
heart at ease. On the contrary if
there was a change of Goverrment,
would it not be well to have him in
the Governwent to look out for,the
interests of the Moncton manufic-
tories. Moncton was ill used in the
matier of railway worke. He, if in
the Government, would increase the
number of men at work there to 900
ins'ead of 200 or 300 as at present.
We could not have absolate -free
trade any more, “we must have a
revenue of thirty millions. The
danger of Chinese laborers coming
to Mencton was next treated of and
fault found because nothing was
done to protect the country from
that evil.

The next subject treated of was
Mr. McNab, followed by reference
to Mr. Tilley’s travelliog expenses.
In this discussion Timethy came teo
time and responded with good effect.
Then followed an enumeration of
the number of men who left the
country-last year. Sir Albert spoke
somewhat exhaustively of bis ser-
vices in connection with the fishery
award, and read letters from Oar-
narvon, Galt and others, whercin
he, 8mith, received much praise and,
as Sir Albert intimated himself, well
merited praise.

He repeated the legend that he
would be of great assistance to
Moncton industries if a ebange of
Government should take place, in
arranging a fiscal policy for their
industries.

Amid loud and cheering Sir Albert
took his seat.

Josiah Wood, Esq., on coming
forward was loudly applauded. The
Moncton Brass Bana greeted him
with a !ive]y air and the cheering
was renewed.

MR. WOOD’S8 BPEECH.

It is with pleasure and pride T‘ap-
pear before you to-day the candidate
of the Liberal Conservative cause; for
the first time a candidate for the
highest honors which it is in the
power of the electors of this County
to confer on one of their number. I
desire to express my hearty thanks for
the position in which you have placed
me to-day. I consider it the highest
distinction of my life, that I have
been asked by so large and influential
a portion of the people of this County
to contest this election in the interests
of their paity and whatever may be
the results of this election, this is an
honor, T shall always highly appreciate
and gratefully ‘remember.  Should
the results of your vote on this day
week prove the Liberal Conservative
party to be in a majority in this
County, as I believe it will do, (cheers,)
and should I thus have the higher honor
of serving as your representative in
the Parliament of Canada, I shall at
all times endeavor to show my grati-
tude and my appreciation of the
honor you have thus conferred upon
me, by doing my utmost to serve your
interestsmnd prove myself worthy of
your confidence. (Mr. Wood proceed-
ed to state his regret that he was called
upon to oppose a gentleman with
whom he had had the most friendly and
cordial relations in the past, but he
did so_because he felt the views his
hon. friend entertained and the prin-
ciples he advocated were not such as
would meet the requirements of this
country and the demands of this pro*
gressive age.) He and his party have
taken passage by too slow a train and
the results has been the past few years,
they have been switched off on a
siding—laughter.) There isa party of
progress inthiscountry which travels by
express trains, and express trains, as you
all know, always have and always
will have“the right of way.  (Lidughter
and cheers.) 1 wish to be identified
with the party of progress, by what-
ever other name it may be called, and
I propose to travel by the fastest train.
I should he glad to have the company
of my hon. friend and his supporters
and if they would join us we would put
on a special car for theiraccomodation,
if they will not do so, reluctant tho’
we are to do it, we must leave them
behind, for life is too  short
and time too precious to be wasted
idly waiting. T feel we have this
reflection to console us, tho’ we leave
them behind for the present, they will
ultimately reacli” with us the same
destination, for public opinion in this
country is all tending in one direction,
and those who differ from us now will
ultimately embrace our views and aid
as best they can in promoting the
general welfape of our common coun-
try. My hon. friend’s 30 years of puh-
lic life have given him an intimate

I have no elaim to this advantage. To
discuss the departmental details, the
character of individuals, to ecriticise
their acts and errors, to discuss the
Onderdonk  contract and such  like
matters is to follow a misleading line
of argument, and to raise false issues
in this contest. T might reply to such
charges by repeating the answers that
have already heen given and by follow-
ing a similar course of argument dwell
upon the expenditure upon the Fort
Franeis Locks, the Neebing Hotel,
Bteel Rails purchased by Hon. Alex.
Mackengie, in which transactions,
hundreds, thousands, and even millions
of public mohey was wasted, but I
feel there is no Government which'is
perfect—none composed of infallible
men, and I feel that the dignified and
statesmanlike course is to discuss
those great principles which govern
the political parties in this Dominion,
and 1 feel it my duty to-day to
éndeavor to convinee yon of the sound-
ness of those principles which form
the platform on which the Liberal
Conservative party stands. The ques-
tion hefore the electors to-day is,
whether or not they approve of those
principles and if you do, your duty
will be “discharged by electing a man
in sympathy with the Government, and
in accord with those principles, and one
in whom you can place confidence to
do all in his power to sece that the
public business is transacted in an
honest and economical manner. The
Canadian Pacific Railway is the most
important work ever undertaken in
Canada. The principle of contracting
with private parties for the construc-
tion of this work was first announged
and settled and adopted by Parliament
hy resolutions introduced hy the Sir
John Government of 1872, The
same principle was affirmed by the
Liberal Party when in power, and
the leaders of that party in their
speeches in Parliament endorsed it,
during every year of their Administra-
tion. Notwithstanding the desire ‘of
both. political parties, 8o often ex-
pressed, to secure the construction of
this work by this method, no contract
was secured until 1881, the hon.

Minister of Railways submitted to

Parliament for their approval the

present contract, which altho’ every
conceivable - objection was urged
against it, was ratified by a large
majority of the! House. I shall now
endeavor to shew you that the terms
of this contract were such as to
merit the sanction of Parliament and
such as should merit the reason-
expectations of the people of this
county. Iq‘ 1872 the McDonald
Government *offered $10,000 in cash
and 20,000 ggres of land per mile to any
parties who would undertake this work.

These terms - formed the basis
of the negotiation with  Sir
Hugh Allan and his colleagues,

and” would have amounted upon
the length of ‘line to be constructed to
$26,000,000 in cash and 54,000,000
of acres of land. The leader of the
Liberal party, “hon. Alexander Mac-
kenzie, placed a much higher estimate
upon the cost of this work. In an
able speech delivered in' Parliament
during his administration, he estimated
the cost, basing it upon the fyllest in-
formation,at upwards of $120,000,000,
and the Government, of which he
was the leader, made the same propo-
sals forits construction by private parties
as their predecessors had done ($10,000
cash and $20,000 acres per mile) but
with this generous offer in addition :
a guarantee of 4 per cent. for 25
years upon what might be required to
secure the construction of this work
upon the terms, they advertised for
tenders. I ask you to compare these
proposals and estimates with the cost
under the present contract : 25,000,000
acres land, $25,000,000 in cash and the
cost of certain portions of the line con-
structed at the Government’s expense,
the cost of which does not exceed
$28,000,000, (not $33,000,000, as re-
presented by my hon. friend, in his ad-
dress to-day,) thus giving-us now this
great national highway across the
continent from ocean to ocean, at the
total expense of £53,000,000 cash and
25,000,000 acres of land. A com-
parison of these figures shows how much
more favorable are the terms of this
-contract, than any proposals previously
made or any estimates, or any plan that
even had an existence in the minds of
the leaders of either party. There is
another method by which we can
judge of the amerits of this contract
and that is by comparing it with the L
C. R. This Railway may be taken as

of Railways of this character. It cost
245,000 per mile. The Canadian
Pacific will cost, estimating land at $1
per acre, $30,000 per mile, shew-
ing a difference in favor of the latter
of $13,000 per’ mile. Or if we omit
land granted to Syndicate and take
into consideration merely the cash paid
by the Government for its construc-
tion, we have this great road put in
operation at a cost of less than $20,-
000 per mile, or fourninths of the
cost of the I.C. R. This comparison
shews that this road will be constructed
at a much less cost than it could have
been built as a government work, and
further, T venture to assert that it will be
put into operation at a less cost than
any road of a similar class on the Con-
tinent of America. The objection
was urged against it, that other
parties offered to construct it on better
terms. I do not hesitate to say that
that offer was not genuine, that the
parties who made it knew, when they
did so, that it could not and would not
be accepted, nor were they willing or
able to carry it out if it had been:
An examination of the circumstance
under which that offer was made fully
justifies this statement. The Govern-
ment had been advertising for tenders
for years—the very high estimate
which Hou: Alex. Mackenzie placed
upon this work and the liberal terms
which the:Government, of which he
was'the leader, were willing to make
with private parties forits construction
were publicly known, yet during all
this time, these Parties were not heard
from, but, afterwards, when the pre-
sent Government, after lengthy and
protracted negociations with men of
wealth and experience in Railway
matters in all great cities in Europe
and America, had finally succeeded in
forming the present Syndicate and
securing the present contract, then

acquaintance with its public business. '*lu-n this contract was submitted to

Parliament and its terms made publie-
ly known, then and not till then, was
this Company organized, and even
then it was organized by men pos-
sesing only limited experience in rail-
way matters and limited capital or
credit, organized in a few short weeks,
without taking time even to survey the
ground or form any intelligent estimate
of the cost or requirements of this great
work. (Cheers.) That Co. had a growth
as rapid as a ‘mushrdom and had only
a mushroom’s strength and ability, and
even when they appear before the
Government and public of this country
with this offer, they do not come pre-
pared with any estimates to shew that
they can construct the work upon the
terms, and make it a profitable

transaction for  themselves, but
profess  that they were  in-
fluenced by a patriotic desire to

save public money. No Government
would have been justified in entertain-
a proj under such circumstances,
and I can characterisg it as nothing
better than an ill-advised attempt to
buy political popularity at a cheap
rate, How much more favorable is
the position of this work and the
position of the country under this con-
tract.” The Syndicate is composed of
men of great experience in Railway
pratters, of broad views on commercial
subjects, of great business ability and
of undoubted financial standing. The
advantages of entrusting so important
a public work to men of this standing
are very apparent and can already be
seen in the vigorous prosecution of the
work and the rapid growth and develop-
ment of the country. Already rails
have been laid upwards of 200 miles
westward of Winnipeg, and before the
close of the present season, it is esti-
mated that 500 miles will be finished
and in operation, while satisfactory
progress i8 being made with the
Eastern section. What further has
followed? The Syndicate are obliged
in their present position to- become
active and efficient immigration
Agents. Their interests have ‘been
identified with the progress and settle-
ment and prosperity of this country.
They exert a wide influence and as a

result hundreds and thousands of
families have crossed the Atlantic

a fair standard in estimating the cost |

to our shores. Between the Ist
January and the 1st of May, upwards
of 24,000 emigrants entered the
North-West—an illustration of mar-
vellous rapidity with which that
country has been settled. The Syndi-
cate feel it Yo their interest to dis-
pose of these lands on most favorable
terms. From the published terms
they "are offering the whole of the
25,000,000 acres at $2,50 per acre,
or if settled within four years at one-
half that price, or $1-256 per acre,
and in these on most favorable terms
of payment—one-sixth in cash at
time of purchase and balance in five
annual instalments with interest at
six p. ¢. To show how rapidly th®
lands arg being sold, I quote the fol-
lowing : o

The Syndicatehavesold 433,760acres
and agreed to disposs of 1,930,000
more to colonization companies, mak-
ing 2,363,760 acres practically dis-
posed of up to the present time. The
Government have disposed of 2,258,-
163 acres in free homesteads and
there are 1,270,751 acres for which
application has been made for pre-
emption. In addition to that 1,400,-
000 acres are allotted to Half Breed
settlers. There are sales to the ex-
tent of 1.277,680° acres making
6,000,000 acres disposed of by the
Government to the present time. If
we should add to this the land grant-
ed to colonization companies and ap-
plied for by railway companies dur-
ing last session of Parliament, we
would have 23,000,000 acres disposed
of by the Government, sufficient at
81 per acre to pay within 2,000,000
the whole cash subsidy to the Syndi-
cate. Then, gentlemen, what is the
position of the Government with re-
spect.to lands of North-West at the
present time. The quantity of fertile
lands is estimated at 250,000,000
acres. If we deduct from this 25,-
000,000 granted the Syndicate ; also
sufficient to cover at $1 per acre the
cash subsidy; also sufficient to pay the
cost of the portions of the line con-
structed by the government, we would
still have left upwards of 170,000,000
acres, sufficient at §1 per acre to more
than pay the whole public debt.of
Canada.  Whatever fears may have
been entertained in the past with re-
ference to the ability of the country
to enter upon this undertaking, how-
over honest my hon. friend and his
colleagues may have been in their con-
viction that to build that road would
involve this country in financial ruin,
and create a public debt, which would
for all future time embarrass the gov-
ernment and burden the people with
taxation, however hopest they may
have been in opposing the contract on
the ground that it would create a
monopoly and lock up the lands of
the N. W, these fears must vanish
and these predictions prove unfound-
ed, when viewed in the light of facts
as they stand before us at the present
day. And yet so strong are prejudices
of party feeling that the press of this
country in a sheet lately circulated
characterised this contract as the
“most disastrous contract and great-
est railway swindle of 19th century.”
I feel that is not the sentiment of this
country. This contraet has been the
means of the rapid settlement of the
N. W. It has been the means of ad-
ding so greatly to the wealth and
population of this Dominion that al-
ready the financial standing of Canada
in all the money markets of the world
is raised to a higher level than has
ever before been reached in any
period. of our history. That great
undertaking if we look at it as an act

Istatesmanship stands without a rival

in the history of this county, or if we
regard it simply as a business trans-
action, is one of the grandest successes
of the 19th century. I believe that to be
the growing sentiment of the people
of this country and one to which they
will give clear and ‘émphatic expres-
sion on the 20th day of June.

And now I ask your attention to
the fiscal polfey of the Government.
There is a disposition in discussing
this question, to introduce arguments
in favor of Protection, as opposed to
Free Trade, and to decide its adaptabi-
lity to the wants and requirements of
this country, upon the relative merits
of Free Trade and Protection theories,
1 fear this is a misleading line of
argument ; Free Trade is not one
of the living issues to-day hefore this
country, and does not come within the
range of practical politics in this Do-
minion ; for there is no public man,
and no party in this country, prepared
to advocate the adoption of a purely
free trade policy. All parties agree
upon the necessity of havinga cus-
toms tariff by which to raise a revenue
sufficient to meet the requirements of
the country, and the real question”
which to-day divides the two great
parties in this Dominion is to what
extent that tariff should be used to
protect our manufacturing industries.
The position which T take upon that
question is this: that under existing
circumstances looking at all our sur-
roundings, taking into consideration
our relation to foreign countries and
to the Dominion, of which we form a
part, it is of the utmost importance
especially to the Maritime Provinces
that every effort should be made
to foster, protect and promote the
growth of manufacturing industries.
In support of this proposition, I ask
your attention to a few facts in con-
nection with the past history and
present position = of ‘these Provinces.
The two principal industries in the
Province of N, B. for some time past
have been the shipbuilding and lum-
bering industries.  In the shipbuilding
industry, statistics of the past few
years show a marked and steady de-
cline.

It will be noticed that from ,1874
to 1879 the decrease’‘was more than
one-half. This decline under the ad-
ministration of the Liberal party,
utterly refutes the argument that has
been used that the decline was due to
the operation of the National Policy.
The decline has since continued, but
in a less marked degree, and to any

thoughtful person its course is appar-
ent. ' The swift steamships of the
present are superseding the slow and
uncertain wooden sailing ships of the
past. So many have been the im-
provements in steam navigation during
the past few years, and so great has
been the reduction in the cost of
transporting freight across the ocean
by this means, that steamers have
become successful competitors for al-
most all classes of ocean traffic. They
have absorbed the fruit trade of the
Mediterranean, the coffee and sugar

trade of the Brazils, the cotton traded ———

of the Southern States, the grain
trade of New York, Baltimore, Bos-
ton and Montreal, and. now this very
year they are entering the ports of
this Province and - asking
for and receiving a large share of the
deal trade of St. John and Miramichi.
There are certain trades which for
many years will furnish employment
for a limited number of wooden ships
especially of the smaller class, but I
venture to predict that the time is not
far distant when steamers will as fully
monopolize the freight traffic between
all principal sea-ports as they now
monopolize the passenger traffic of the
western ocean. In view of these
facts we are forced to the admission
that ship building in the Province of
New Brunswick can never regain in
the future its former importance.
Then, gentlemen, I ask you to con-
sider the condition of our lumbering
interests.

Statistics show that the value of

These statistics show

taken place. The value of exports of
1877 have never since been quite
reached. A prominent business man,
not long since, stated before a meet-
ing in the oy of St. John, that the
lumber trade of that port must de-
crease ; that the volume of export could
not for any great length of time con-
tinue as large as at:present. Now,
gentlemen, if we look around us, take
into consideration the limited areca of
our forest lands, and the rapidity with
which their supplies are. being ex-
hausted, we must admit the truth of
that statement, both in its application
to the city of St. John and to the
whole Province of N. B. Do not
infer from what I say that the lumber-
ing industry will not for many years,
yet to come, hold a prominent place
and rank among the most important
industries of this Province, but the
point to which I wish to draw your at-
tention is this, that it affords no room
for growth or expansion ; that the arca
of its operations is circumseribed and
its development limited. Now, gentle-
men, I wish to ask you what is the
question of first importance to the
people of this Province. Is it not
upon what are we to build our hopes
for the future? Shipbuilding must
decline; we cannot all become agri-
culturists ; our mines and fisheries,
rich though they be, cannot furnish
employment for all, and the great
Iumbering interest of the past affords
10 further " room for ~growth ‘or ex-
pansiony  Then gentlemen, where are
we-to tuyn to find investment for our
accumulijting capital, and employment
for our Increasing population, 1 be-
lieve there is but one answer to this
quetion. The future of this Province
would indeed be dark, our energies
would he paralyzed, vur growth and
our prosperity must cease, if we cannot
hope for the growth of manufactures
in our midst. The people of the Mari-
time Provinces are most faverably
situated to become largely the manu-
facturies for the  whole Dominion.
Lying on the sea cost, we have every
facility for procuring raw material at
the cheapest rate. In our mines we
have an exhaustless supply of cheap
fuel, we have abundance of water,
healthy climate, cheap food and an
industrious population, our people are
always willing and anxious to work if
they can receive a fair renumeration,

and in addition to this,in the great|

North-West, a fertile country that is
destined to be rapidly filled with an
agricultural population ; a population
that will be large consumers of manu-
factured goods, thus creaiing a great
and growing market at our very doors.

Now gentlemen, 1 claim that it is
only just and right that since that im-
mense territory. has been added to this
Dominion at so great a cost, since so
large an expenditure has been made in
building the Canada Pacific Railway
and opening .that country for settle-
ment, since so large a portion of the
public debt has been created all in the
interest and for the development of
the agricultural resources of this Do-
minion, that the manufacturing interest
should also receive due consideration ;
that the markets which has been thus
created, should be made to give life to
manufacturing industries; to protect
them during their weak and struggling
infancy, to give them a healthy growth
and a vigorous development and
ultimately a strength which will
enable them to compete . with rival
manufacturies in older and wealthier
counties,

And gentl it is b the
policy of the present government ad-
mits this right and acknowledges this
claim that I claim for it the support
of the people of this country,, Under
this tariff new industries have been
created and old ones revived in all
parts of thé Dominion, and under its
operation the Maritime provinces are
alrcady becoming, and if made per-
manent will more largely in the future
become the principal seat of manufac-
turing industry in the Dominion.
And, gentlemen, that insures our

. | future growth and our. future pros-
‘

perity. Our growth will be as rapid
as the settloment of the great North
West—our prosperity will keep pace
with the prosperity of the rest of the
Dominion. Our capitalists will find
creating new industries a more attrac-
tive investment for their capital than
bank stocks or mortgages or city bonds
and the industrious and frugal among
our people will be furnished with a
safe and profitable investment of their
surplus earnings. Our mechanics will
find employment and good wages in
our workshops and factories, our
