The Congregationalist in a recent
issue cites Mivart’s late defection as
an example of the waning of Cath—
olic Faith, and preterds to find in
the Church’s refusal to recognize in
ber snbjepts the right of private in-
terpretation in doctrinal matters, an
obstacle to the future conversion of
uon Oatholics and an oceasion of
future secession to many intelligent
people et present within the fold.

The forecast of our eentemporary,
though solemn and significant, ex-
cites wo anxiety in the Catholioc
breast. We notice it simply to call
attention to the fact that what seems
to' our contemporary the great
offence of the Cburch against the
dignity of humsn reason, seems to
us most reasonable, and to ss-ure
him that there is in the whole range

of Oathclic doctrine no dogma more
agreeable to the sane Catbolic mind

than that which agserts the absolute
incompatibility between Catholio
Faith and the right of private in-
terpretation in doofrinal matters.

An understanding of the attitude of

the Churgh on this mgtter is ime
poesible to those outeide the fuld,

simply because they refuse to form

a clear idea of the miesion of the
Cburch &8 iostituted by Christ.

There - are but two possible concep-
tions of & Church—either we must

congider it as an aggrecation of

individuals each enjoying the right

of é¥pounding to himself the writ'en

word of God and so, abgolutely in-
dependent of all athers in all his

belicf, or we must view it as a living

teaching organism, & btody commis-

sioned to represent God on earth

and to teach men in His name. No

one who has read the New Testa-

ment oan pretend to accept the

former definition, as is evidenced by

the fact that the ¢ reformers” who

promised the greatest liberty to
human reason still demanded a cer-

tain agreement among their follow-
ers in what they were pleased to
cell “esgentials.” If this idea of
the Church was held then, surely,
any authority which woald sttempt
to saddle its own dootrines on such

self-sufficient judges of Godls truth

would thereby conviet itself of the
worst form of tyranny ; but that no
such idea of the Church prevai's at
present is simply proven by the
various confessiqns to which non-

Catholics are compelled to sub-
seribe as an essential condition of
Church membership. There then
remains but one reasonable concep-
tion of the mission of the Churoch,
namely, that it is 8 Divinely com-
missioned teaching body endowed
with the prerogative of teaching re-
ligious truth in the name and by the
authority cf God,

This definition of a church once
admitted, not only does infallibility
with its consequent exclusion of the
right of private iuterpretation in
doctrinal matters appear rational
and agreeable, but so essential &
charaoteristic of such church, that
any religion not claiming such di-
vine prerogative does, by its very
absence of such claim, conviot itself
of its own folly. To pretend to
teach truth in the name of God ; to
pretend to teach it in virtue of a
Divine commission, and still to admit
that in that teaching there iz mo
guarantee against error, is rurely as
great & traves'y against reason as
the human mind can counceive of.
To assume that Kternsl Truth in
the enjoyment of omnipotence has
taken no means to protect itself
against error, is certainly an assump-
tion that does small credit to
Divinity. Then there must be some
way which God has established to
convey His truth to men ; His whole
truth and the truth undefiled. The
G spel narrative ean sur:ly be re-
lied on to indicate what that way is,
and so let us glance back at it.
