Ottawa, Qnl., Aug. 14—Mr. R.
L. Border, leader of the Opposition, 
tonight issued a manifes:o on the 
eve ol opening hie campaign in 
London, Ontario. He said in part :

To the people ol Canada : When 
parliament was suddenly dissolved 

the 29th Jnly, L issued a state­
ment touching the circumstances 

nder which that dissolution had 
taken place. It now becomes my 
duty to indicate the issues which 
present themselves for decision.

In resisting the government’s 
proposal for reciprocal trade with 
the United States we have been 
met with the cry that the majority 
must rule. It is clear that the 
late parliament never repeived any 
mandate to surrender to the United 
States the complete fiscal autonomy 
with which Great Britain endowed 
this Dominion, a consequence which 
follows from the reciprocity com­
pact . The Government without 
public consideration or discussion 
have undertaken to commit the 
country to a treaty which com­
pletely alters the conditions and 
the policy under which our country 
has grown so rapidly and so surely 
to its present stature. The ot j je­
tions to the reciprocity compact are 
profound and abiding. They may 
be thus summarized :

It tends to segregate the provin 
oee of Canada which Confederation 
aimed to unite.

It shatters the ideal aud the 
hope of reciprocity within the 
Empire. The president ot the 
United States has avowed that the 
main purpose with which be sought 
the treaty was to prevent consoli­
dation of the B'itisb Empire.

f‘ It revtitses the policy of Canadi 
an nationhood which sought to 
bring trgstber tie provinces of 
Canada by inteieourse and com­
merce of east and west fines of 
transportation ; and it stultified the 
unexampled sacrifices of ball a 
century which the Canadian people 
have cheerfully made for that high 
purpose.

“ It is a direct and serious menace 
to our internal lines of waUr com­
munication end lo our ocean ship­
ping as well as to our Canadian 
Atlantic ports that have been con­
structed and equipped at such enor­
mous cost to the country.

“It makes Canada a commercial 
appendage of the Uuited States, and 
virtually surrenders the control of 
her desiinies.”

"It interlocks our fiioal system 
with that of the United States and 
fetters the power of our parliament 
to alter our tariff according to the 
just requirements of our people.

“ Its tendency and aim are com­
plete commercial union between the 
two countries to the exclusion of 

, the rest of the empire.
“It opens to the United Stateg 

opr home market, which consumes 
80 per cent, of our animal and agri­
cultural products. It also has the 
effect of opening that same market 
to twelve foreign countries and to 

| all the Bijtiab possessions.
“It abandons the policy ef im­

proved trade relations with the 
British people, our best customers, 
and centers our hopes on ! he Ameri­
can people, our strorgest competitors 
in the markets of the wot id.

( forth be merged in those of the 
United States and will be known as
American rather than Canadian 
products.

“ It exposes our natural resources 
to the depredations of the gigantic 
trusts which have already secured 
control of those of the United States.

"It will for the most part red ace 
the prices which our prodqoerg will 
receive for tneir ou1 put while the 
control of the trusts will prevent 
any reduction to the consumer.

“It will encourage the export of 
our raw material and unfinished 
produet for manufacture abroad 
instead of at home.

“It will establish conditions and 
relations from which it will be ex­
tremely difficult and even impossible 
to retire except with the consent of 
the United States or under terms 
dictated by her.

“ And, finally, it is at the bes 
rash experiment inconsiderately 
undertaken at a period of unequalled 
development sod prosperity after 
Canada bad Ipag since outgrown the 
conditions under which such a policy 
was once thought desirable.”

But no people can 
escape the consequences of their 
owd acts and if Canada places itstlf 
under the commercial control of 
the pnited States its political inde­
pendence if retained, will be a 
shadow and not a substantia! reality.

He 
says, “At alt times during the last 
forty years it has been the constant 
effort of all political parties w 
Canada to mike with the United 
States an arrangement for the frep 
exchange of natqral products be­
tween the two countries.

“ But it bas been repeatedly shown 
that the Prime Minister by his own 
utterances during the last ten years 
has repudiated and denied such 
pclicy.

“ Ooe quotation from his utter­
ance will suffice : “There « 
time when we wanted reciprocity 
with the United States but our 
efforts and offers were gqt aside, 
We have said good-bye to that 
trade and we now put all our hopes 
upon the British trade" (Imperial 
Conference, May 7, 1907).

“fbe Pçime Minister next refers 
lo the supposed advantages of the 
free American market. In par lia- 
ment we repeatedly demanded from 
the advocates of the treaty a detailed 
and systematic statement of these 
advantages covering the whole 
agricultural iodustial and comme 
ciel situation jn Canada, but our 
demand was not complied with.

THE ANNEXATION QUESflUS

“Lastly the Prinqe Minister en­
deavors to rebut the argument that 
the reciprocity treaty will lead to 
annexation. Whether it will do so 
or not no man can tell. But it is 
beyond the possibility of doubt that 
the leading public men of the United 
States, its press and the bulk of its 
people believe that it will so result 
and support it mainly for that 
reason. My position iq that we 
oaouot safely ignore the pronounced 
views of the other party to the com­
pact, and that sooner or later we 
shall have to reckon with them
