Word in Time Helped Bank

New Naven, Conn, July 18. —Thou-
sands of dollars were today withdrawn
from the New Haven savings bank,
regarded as one of the strongest banks
in the state, in an all-day ran on the
institntion, The bank paid a!ll depo

sitors promptly and daoring the day
issued several statements declaring that
the bank was sound and that there was
no cause fer alarm.

Late this afternoon a meeling of
the officers aund trustses was hell, after
which a statemsnt waas issusd saying

“That the offizers and trustess of the
New s8aviog bank desirse to state
withont any gnalification that said
bank is able to pay every one of its
depositers in fall and that therse is no
occasion for the slighest alarm.”

Just before the nsnal closing hour,
the streets in front of the bank ware
jammed with people. Benjamin Slade,
a local lawyer, made what he said wae
& volontary statemant to the crowd to
the effect that he was convinced that
the hank was sound. He said that ha
was ons of the largest depositors and
that during the day be had offared to
maks a deposlt of fifty thousand dol.
larg, bat the offer was refused by the
bank officials, saying that they had
ample funds on hand.
