Homestead Regulations

Any even numberei section of Do­
minion Lands in Manitoba or the North- 
West Provinces, excepting 8 and 26, not 
reserved, may be homesteaded by any 
person, the sole head of a family, or 
male over 18 years: of ago to the ex­
tent of one quarter section, of 160 acres, 
more or less. -

Application for homestead entry or in­
spection must be made in person by 
tne applicant at the office of the local 
Agent or Sub-Agent.

An application for entry or inspec-. 
tlon male personally at any Sub-Agent’s 
office may be wired to the local Agent 
by the Sub-Agent, at the expanse of 
the applicant, and if. the land appliea 
such application is to have priority and 
the land will be held until the neces­
sary papers to complete the transaction 
are receive! by mail.

In case ot "personation" the entry 
will be summarily cancelled and the 
applicant forfeit all priority of claim.

An applicant tor inspection must bo 
eligible tor homestead entry, and only 
one application for inspection wi.i be 
received from an individual until that- 
application has been disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry to in goed 
etahding, and not liable to cancellation, 
may, subject to the approval cf Lep..r-- 
mciit, relinquish it in favor of father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister, 
u e-igiDlu, uui iu iiv une e.t»e, on ii-uig 
declaration of abandonment.

Wnere an entry is summarily can- 
celleu, or voluntarily abanuoneu, auo- 
sequent to institution of cancellation 
proceedings, the applicant tor inspe-t.cn 
will be entitled to prior right,i ot en­
try.

Applicants for inspection must state 
in wnat particulars the homesteader iu 
in default, and If subsequently tee 
statement is found to be incorreut in 
material particulars, the applicant xvill 
lose any prior right of re-entry, should 
tne land become vacant, or if entry has 
been granted it may te summar.ly can­
celled.

Duties—A settler is required to per­
form tne conoltions unaer one ox tne 
following p,ans : —

(1) ax least "six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation of the land In eacu 
year during the term of three years.

(2) If the tather (or moxher, If tee 
father is deceased) of a homesteader, re­
sides on a tarm in the vicinity of the 
land entered tor oy such homesteader 
the requirements as to residence may 
be satisfied by such person residing 
with the lather or mother.

(3) It the settler has his permanent 
residence upon farming land owned by 
nim in the vicinity oi his homestead, 
the requirements may be satisfied u.. 
residence upon such land.
