A Danyerous Runaway

Shortly after 2 p.m. yesterday as a
young business man of the city was
driving ‘along Henry Street, intended
to take a drive countrywards, and
while proceeding west over that
thoroughfare the horse he' drove—~a
mettlesome animal— fook fright and
dashed off at great speed, The driver
did his best to check the beast but in
his efforts were unavailing.

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Their Beat Capsized,
