November 28.
An Indian runner has arrived here 

with the. first news of the movement 
of the 12th Cavalry, acting as escort 
to General Scott, and ordered to the 
Navajo Indians' reservation to sub­
due the- incipient uprising. General 
Scott, accompanied only by an Injfe 
dian interpreter, left the Noel trad­
ing post at the foot of Beautiful 
Mountain, an Indian stronghold, for a 
vow-wow with the Navajo chiefs. 
Scott left his cavalry escort fifteen 
miles away, proceeding on horseback 
to the top of the mountain. The out­
come of his conference will decide 
whether the Indians will surrender 
without fighting. Should Chief 
Beshoshe. with whom Scott is con­
ferring. spurn his overtures of 
peace, the troops will move against 
the Indians immediately. Many In­
dians are reported to have recently 
joined the band of recalcitrants on' 
Beautiful Mountain.
