FATERUE UES SUFFERS WORSE

LLOYD GEORGE’S SPEECH.
LONDON, Sept. 20. 

There is no man in this Hall, who 
throughout his' political life has re­
garded the prospect of engaging in 
war with greater repugnance than 
myself; there is no man either inside 
or outside this Hall Who is more con­
vinced than I that we Could not have 
avoided this was. without national 
dishonor.” This was the text of a 
speech which Lloyd George made in 
(jueen’s Hall yesterday afternoon, to 
arouse Welsh enthusiasm for Kitch­
ener’s new army. He went on to say 
that'any nation whfch disregarded its 
national honor was doomed. Britain 
was bound by honorable obligations 
to defend the independence, liberty 
gnd integrity of Belgium. Referring 
to the accusation that Britain had in 
the treaty providing for Belgian neu­
trality, a cunning cloak to veil her 
Jealousy of a superior civilization, he 
said our answer was the action which 
we took in 1870.

\ LONDON, Sept. 21.

The Official Press Bureau made’ the 
following announcement last night: 
The Carmània, an armed auxiliary 
cruiser, sunk a German armed mer­
chant cruiser, either the Cape Tie- 
pal gia or Berlin, off the east coast of 
South America. The survivors of the 
German ship were rescued by a col­
lier. The Carmania had nine men 
killed and 26 wounded. The Admiral­
ty reports that the German protected 
cruiser Koenigsburg caught the Brit­
ish light cruiser Pegasus, overbad!ihg 
her machinery in Zanzibar Harbor, 
yesterday morning, and attacked and 
completely disabled her.

ALLIES MAKE SLIGHT GAIN.
PARIS, Sept. 21.:

The French War Office, yesterday, 
issued the following communication: 
On our left wing we have again made 
slight advance along the right bank 
of the River Aisne, a division of Al­
gerians capturing another flag. All 
efforts of the Germans, supported by 
strong artillery, to smash our front, 
between Crâonte and Rheims. have 
been repulsed. Nèar Rheims" Hill, a 
brilliant situation which we had oc­
cupied, has beeh retaken by the ene­
my. in return we have taken pos­
session of the defenses of La Pom- 
fletie, about five miles eftSt by south­
east of Rheims. On the western side 
of Argonne our mains are maintained. 
In Woevre there is nothing to an­
nounce. In the etotre and between 
Rheims and the fittest of Argonne. we 
have won the village of Souain and 
have made thousands of prisoners. 
Qp toe right wing in Lorraine the 
enemy has been driven back beyohd 
our frontier.

Oppressive Hospitality.

“1 hope you will 
find the bed com­
fortable. Are

you sure you 
wouldn’t rather 
have the cur­
tains drawn? The 
sun comes ta 
qute early hei’e. 
Wouldn’t you like 
a bite of some­
thing before re­
tiring. Now it 
you want any­
thing don’t hesi­

tate to say so. I hope you won't mind 
the children in the morning, we will 
try to keep them as quiet as possi­
ble.”

When you have a ghest visiting you 
your chief thought is to make her 
comfortable. In your own words you 
want her to feel “at home.” How do 
you go about achieving that end? Are 
you genuinely hospitable, or oppres­
sively so?

True hospitality is a very fine Art 
To be able to make, a guest feel 
genuinely and fully at home is a qual­
ity .worth cultivating.

But true hospitality does not mean 
showering all manner pf attentions 
on your guest. It means making her 
comfortable as unobtrusively as pos­
sible.

For instance, when you go to a 
friend’s home to dinner, do you enjoy 
being urgently pressed to take a sec­
ond helping of everything on the 
table? Do you enjoy having your 
preference asked every moment or 
so? Do you really feel comfortable 
and at home if, at every turn of the 
conversation, or every change of 
course, emphasis is so lad upon the 
fact that you are a guest?

with kindness. A similar fate is that 
of being* bored to death with “hos­
pitality,”

Few guests feel really at home. For 
when the hostess is palpably exerting 
every effort to fulfill the duties she 
believes devolves upon her as such, 
the gue&t. cause of all this terrific re­
sponsibility cannot but be aware of 
the commdtion he is causing, or help 
but breathe a sigh of relief when he 
is nd longer in so strained an at­
mosphere.

It is the hardest thing in the world 
to get a guest to express a prefer­
ence any way. If he likes white meat 
and abhors dark he will swear to his 
hostess that he has no preference. If 
he hates children, he will protest that 
he loves to have your little ones 
clamber over him.

The trouble with so much so-called 
hospitality is that the spirit has be­
come crushed to earth under the form.

The next time you visit impress up­
on your mind the little things that 
make you feel anything but at home 
—things like the excessive and whol­
ly needless monologue given above, 
characteristic of the manner in which 
some hostesses put their guests in a 
proper frame of mind for slumber.

Then make up your mind that you 
will eliminate those same things from 
your manner when you are entertain­
ing a guest in your own'home. Do 
all that you can to make that guest 
comfortable, but don’t do as some 
hostesses do, actually nag a guest in 
their efforts to make him “feel at 
home.”
