The 0ld Corner-Stone
and the New.

We were shown to-day by Mr. Ar-
thur Peters, a copy of The Evening
Telegram of September 4th, 1880, ta-
ken out of the bottle placed in the
corner-stone of the Cochrane Street
Church, which was laid on September
7“th, 1880. Compared with our issues
of to-day, even un-ier the conditions
of the great War, it affords an indi-
cation of the growth of the reading
public and the business and style of
pusiness to-day from those of thirty
five years ago.

Erik Back |
from Labrador.

The s.s. Erik, Capt. Burgess, ar-
rived in port at 11 a.m. yesterday from
Labrador after a round trip of 18 days.
The ship reached as far north as In-
dian Harbor and met with consider-
able fog going and returning. After
leaving Catalina going north, much
ice was encountered until Battle Har-
bor was reached, and from that north
the coast was comparatively clear.
The Erik reports heavy ice north of
Indian Harbor and that --only two
schooners of the fleet have reached
Labrador yet—Pomeroy’s, which is at
Indian Harbor, and Hickey’s, which is
The weather on
the Labrador coast has been very fine
for some time past, and Grosse Water
Bay has been free of ice since early
in May. The people were found to
be in fairly good circumstances ex-
cept at Cartwright, where there was
a shortage of provisions. There is
no encouraging reports of fish along
the coast and very little has been done
at Battle Harbor, though salmon are
fairly plentiful. When the ship was
on .the way south heavy ice was met
off Cape John, which extends to Bon-
avista Bay. The ship came along on
the outside and called at Carbonear
and Harbor Grace on the way. She
brought two passengers and 34 pack-
ages of freight, including a shipment
of live foxes from Rigoulette and
Cartwright which were captured dur-
ing the winter.
