ALLIED NAVAL COUNCIL.

PARIS, April 27.

The inter-Allied Naval Council
which met yesterday at the Ministry
of Marine,’ concludes its sittings this
afternoon., Important decisions were
taken with a view to obtaining closer
collaboration between the Allied Na-
val forces. ‘The following resolution
was proposed by the French Minister
of Marine, who presided and was
adopted. The inter-Allied Naval
Council expresses its ad-
miration for the coolness, daring and
splendid courage displayed by the
British Navy in the attacks on Ostend
and Zeebrugge and for the rapidity
with which it gained its objectives de-
spite the immense difficulties of the
enterprise and the desperate resist-
ance of the enemy.
