The question as to what shgll
be done to make the Dock a real
asset is before the House, and
the manner in which the Gov-
ernment have dealt with it will
meet with strong approval. Yes-
terday the Prime Minister ex-
plained the various propositions
in terms familiar to the ordinary
citizen, and he was fellowed by
the Hon. M. S. Sullivan, who
gave a thorough review of the
existing' condition of the Dock
and dealt fully with the tech-
nical problems which it present-
ed and the most effective meas-
ures, commensurate with the
financial resources of the coun-
try, which should be taken to
overcome them.

We regret that it is impossible
to reproduce in to-day’s issue the
Honourable members remarks
in full, but from the summary
given it will be clearly seen that
the subject was considered from
every point of view, and that the
suggestions, if adopted, will re-
sult in the construction of a
Dock which will admirably suit
our requirements and will pro-
vide the necessary facilities for
the greater number of disabled
ships which at present pass on
to other ports.
