FOR ALBERTANS

Three To Be Established as Centres of
Agreultural Education.

Edmonton, Alta., Dec, 26, — Alberta
will have three agricultural colleges es-
tablished in gifferent parts of the prov-
ince ready for the reception of students
in agriculture next fall, These colleges
will be placed at Olds, Vermillion and
Claresholm. Ttrey will not be on a very
large scale, the desire of the Minister
of Agriculture being to establish cen-
tres of agricultural education ag widely
as possible throughout the province as
soon as practicable,

Two-year courses will be given at
these colleges, and the courses wiil
correspond to the first two vears in

more pretentious institutions of the
same character. By the time the
schools habe been in operation for two
vears it is probable that a central agri-
culturai college will have been insti-
tuted, at which the higer brancheg of
the work will be taken up and where
students will be able to graduate as
bachelorg of scientific agriculture,

Her Apathy in the Recent War
Enabled Others to Drive
Turkey Out.

SHE WANTS A REWARD

Stice of Territory From Bulgaria
Would Prevent Future
Dissension.

T.ondon, Dec, 25.—Among the grave
problems which the Balkan war has
brought into prominent view there is
hardly one so fraught with far-reach-
ing consequenceg as the mutual rela-
tions of Bulgaria and Rumania. The
ordinary observer probably discerns
little to interest him in the friendship
or enmity of those two States. But the
political student will realize that the
most vigorous currents of national vi-
tality in the peninsula are Bulgarian
and Rumanian, and that the future of
the Balkans will be the resultant of
the attraction and repulsion of the
destructive and constructive forzes of

which they are the sources.

At the present moment the relations
of the two Stateg are in flux. Rumania
is eagerly looking forward to Bulgaria
for the keynote to their future inter-
course, while M. Gueshgff and hig cab-
inet, with their eyes still unaccustom-
ed to the new position and its possi-
bilities, are hesitating, wavering, try-
ing to gain time. Rumania expects,
but hag not formally demanded a free
gift of a strip of territory from King
Ferdinand's Government, more as a
token of good will than for any sirate-
gical benefits which would resuit from
it. No territorial changes—which she
could reasonably ask for, now that her
neutrality has had its effect, or that
Bulgaria could reasonably be expected
to bestow, now that she hag attained
her end—would give Rumania a rea-
sonable military frontier. No change
of frontier worth having could be ac-
complished by anything less than a
cancession of the slice of northeastern
Bulgaria inclosed by lines connecting

Silistria with Rustshuk, Shumla and
Varna. And of this once coveted land
Rumania has abandoned hope for all

time. It has become Bulgarian, and Bul-

in this international drama. That her
policy ran paralle] with that of -Aus-
tria-Hungary wasg a matter of com-
mon knowledge. Consequently it was
inferred that she would not counter
any plans that might have been woven
at the Ballhaus-Platz. In other words,
she would not join the coalition, as
she might have done, and assured her-
self a fair share of the booty. But
would she mobilize against the coali-
tion and end the campalgn before it
had begun? This, too, would have been
an easy task for the Government,
which within seven days after the mo-
bilization order could put 200,000 men
in the field and keep on increasing the
numer until it sheuld rise to more than
400,000, The Turks at the outset en-
tertalned a hope that King Charles’
advisers would clinch the matter W
that way, and they sounded the min-
jster, M. Maiorescu, oh the subject.
