He accused the gov-
ernment of not following the trend of
the times, stating that the United
States government had increased their
tariff since 1922 and Canada had low-
ered her tariff. This had brought
about increasing importations and
bad curtailed factory output here,

Mr. White referred to the necessity
of increasing C. N. R. tonnage and
the population of the country. The
railway could not succeed if these
objects were not attained.

Some Labor men had stated that
the Conservative party had never
done anything for Labor. He woul'd
like to point out that the workmans
compensation board had been the re-
sult of legislation passed during the
regime of the late Sir James P. W hit-

ney.

‘%Ir. White declared that he had
sympathy with the desires of the
Labor people as shown in their plat-
form, but those things all cost money
and are a charge on industry.

Continuing, the speaker said that
a falr tariff would improve manufac-
turing and if fndustry was non-
sxistent it wouldn't be much help to
Labor.

In conclusion, Mr. White asked for
the support of all present and Labor

whenever and wherever they are
tendered to him. As a matter of
fact very few candidates walt until
nomination day to file the necessary
papers. Notwithstanding this the
returning officer and his election
clerk are both requfred to attend at
the place fixed by proclamation from
:]2 noon to 2 o'clock on nomination
ay.
In London.

This means that in London, Gor-
don H. Tennent, returning officer,
and his election clerk, Benjamin
Watterworth will be at the city hall
tomorrow between the hours men-
tioned for the purpose of receiving
any additional nominations. Aspir-
ing candidates must speak then ot
forever hold their peace, at least as
far as the present contfst is con-
cerned. Unlike municipal elections,
complimentary nominations are ex-
tremely rare due to the rule which
requires a $200 deposit with each
nomination, and there is little
chance of there being any altera-

tions in the line-up in the various
ridings as indicated by nomination
meetings of the respective parties.

Present indications are that there
will not be a single acciamation in
the 26 ridings of Western Ontario,
many of which will see three-cor-
ngred contests, There are tnree can-
d}dateS in the field in North and
South Bruce, South Hurcn, Kent,
East Lambton, London, East Middle-
sex, and West Middlesex.
